THE assertion in the title page, that this is the

first complete American Edition of the venerable

Mr. Henry's Scripture Catechism , may, perhaps,

be called in question, by some who may have seen

a small volume, published in the year 1835 ,by

Messrs. Griffin & Co., of New York, under the

title of "The Catechism of the Westminster Di

vines ; with Scriptural questions and answers, by

the Rev. Matthew Henry, D.D., Author of the

commentary on the Bible.” But, whoever will

take the troubleof comparingthatvolume, with

the “ Scripture Catechism” of Mr. Henry as pub

lished in his " Miscellaneous Works," will find,

that the volume published by Messrs. Griffin &

Co., is nothing more than a meagre collection of

extracts from what was originally published by

the venerable author.

In this edition , the typographicalerrors, found

in the London Edition,are carefully corrected.

The “Shorter Catechism ,” which Mr. Henry, in

this work, has beautifully illustrated in the lan

guage of scripture, is here presented, in the very

words of the Westminster Divines. This is here

mentioned, inasmuch as, in the London Edition of

this work, there are to be found some few devia

tions from the language employed by the West

minster Divines, though none of them are such as
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to affect the sentiment. Of the illustrative ques

tions and answers contained in the London Edi

tion, oneonly is, in this edition, omitted. This is

done, under an impression which is believed to be

well founded, that the question and answer here

alluded to, was never written by Mr. Henry; but

was, in someunaccountable way, interpolated into

the London Edition of this work . If inquiry be

made into the ground of this supposition, the reply

to such inquiry must be, that the question and

answer here referred to, considered in connexion ,

exhibit a palpable misapplication of a text of

scripture , and convey an erroneous sentiment,

which is flatly contradicted, in other parts of Mr.

Henry's published works.

The Editor deems it unnecessary to add any

thing, commendatory of the following pages. The

well established reputation ofthe author, is a suf

ficient recommendation to all the productionsof

hispen . May the Divine blessing accompany the

publication of this Edition.



THE AUTHOR'S PREFACE.

We are very happy ( I know) in catechisms,

which, to the inhabitants of this valley of vision,

will be either the means of knowledge, or the

shame of ignorance. The varietyof these forms

of sound words, while they all speak for substance

the same thing, and are all built upon the founda

tion of the apostles and prophets, derogates not

at all from the honour of the Christian doctrine,

but rather ( like the setting up of several candles

in the same room ) help to diffuse the light, and

make it stronger. Many very excellentexposi

tions we have both of the Church Catechismand

of the Assembly's, and an ancient and profitable

one of Mr. Balis; and yet some encourage me to

hope, that this essay, which is in a way not hith

erto used, that I know of, will be found not alto

gether useless. Two things I aim at in it : one

is, to put the catechism into such a dress, as to

make it (if possible) both easy and copious, so as

that it may not be an insuperable task to the

learner, and yet may furnish him with plenty of

useful knowledge. The bulk of it (which some

what exceeds my first intentions) shows it to be

copious; and yet I think it is made veryeasy, by

breaking of it into so many short questions, and

those answered by Yes or No, which the learner

may at first content hmself with, the teacher, if
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he pleases, reading the proofs; and, by degrees,

the learner,who is willing to take a little pains,

and begins to be versed in the Scriptures, will

find it no great difficulty to charge his memory

with mostof the proofs annexed, which the ques

tion oftentimes easily introduces, and which, by

frequent use,will in time become familiar. I re

member to have seen an Explanation of the As

sembly's Shorter Catechism , (and I think it was the

first that ever was published) by a great man, the

Rev. Dr. Wallis, of Oxford, which was done by

breaking the propositions of the catechism in

short questions (as this) with Yes or No. That

performance, though very short, was an excellent

precedent, directing to a method of catechising,

which has been of good use to enrich the under

standing of the learners, withoutoverloading their

memories. The text subjoined here will shew

that our Yea is yea, and our Nay, nay. To make

this the more easy, the several sections under

each article may be allotted to several catechu

mens.

But another thing I aim at, (and indeed the

chief,) is to promotethe knowledge of the scrip

tures. Divine truths, methinks, sound best in

divine language; and the things which God has

revealed tous by his Spirit, cannot be conveyed

in a more safe and proper vehicle, than by the

words which the Holy Ghost teaches, (1 Cor. ii.

10, 13,) which, though I would be far from super

stitiously tying myself or others to, yet, I confess,

I cannot but think they should be preferred. I

have often observed how the evangelist rectifies
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a mistake which rose upon a saying of Christ's,

only by repeating the word spoken,John xxi. 23.

Hesaid not, He shall not die ; but, if I will that

he tarry till I come, what is that to thee ? He

said SO , and no more ; add thou not to his words.

We are directed not only to think, but to speak ,

according to his word. Isa. viii. 20.

It is especially profitable to acquaint children

betimes with their bibles, and to sħew them their

religion there. Timothy's Catechism was the

Scripture which he knew from his very infancy.

2 Tim . iii. 15. They who are ready and mighty

in the Scriptures, will be thoroughly furnishedfor

every good work, and thoroughly fortified against

everyevil work . What I havehere endeavored,

may, (I hope) provea good expedient for this pur

pose, obligingmyself to produce a text of Scrip

ture for every question, it cannot be thought they

should be alike apposite. Perhaps here and there

be found that is diverted from its primary

intention by an allusion only, (which I think is

warranted by diverseof the New Testament quo

tations out of the Old,) yet I hope there is none

perverted. Were we more conversant with the

inspired writings, we should as one of the ancients

speaks,) “ adore the fulness of the Scriptures. I

have quoted the texts as concisely as I could, in

hopes the diligent reader, who searches the Scrip

ture daily, will be stirred up to look further into

the places referred to, which he will often find

verywell worth hiswhile. To that end, I have

throughout added the book, chapter, and verse ,

which yet it is needless for them who learn by

heart, to trouble themselves with .

one may
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To the service of such ministers, governors of

families, and other Christians, as shall see cause

to make use of such a help, with an entire depend

ance upon the grace and blessing of God, for the

acceptableness and usefulness of it, this small

oblation is humbly tendered, by one who is ear

nestly desirous to increase in Scripture knowl

edge, and ambitious of the honor of being any way

instrumental to propagate it.

Yes : man is a reason

able creature ; for there is a spirit in man, &c.

And this willlead them , when the question gives

occasion for it, to make application to themselves.

Again, is it your business in the world to serve

the flesh ? No : it is not my business in the world

to serve the flesh ; for we are not debtors to the

flesh .

3. Q. Is there any alteration in his counsels ?

A. No : for He is not a man that he should repent. 1 Sam .

4. Q. Is it well for us that he is unchangeable ?

A. Yes : I am the Lord , I change not, therefore, yo sons of

1. Q. Is God infinite in his being ?

A. Yes : for he has said, I AM THAT I AM. Exod . ü. 14.

2. Q. Is he self -existent ?

A. Yes : for the Father hath life in himself ? John v. 26.

A. Yes : for who is a God like unto him ? Exod . xv. 11 .

A. No : he is of purer eyes than to behold iniquity. Heb. i.

A. Yes : for he is glorious in holiness. Exod. xv. 11 .

4. Q. And must we give him the glory of it ?

A. Yes : give thanks at the remembrance of his holiness. Ps.

7. Q. Is he the benefactor of all creatures ?

A. Yes : for he giveth to all life, and breath , and all things.

9. Q. Shall he therefore be yours by yourown consent ?

A. Yes : 0 God, thou art my God. Ps. Ixiii. 1 .

VI. Q. How many persons are there in the

Godhead ?

A. There are three persons in the Godhead ;

the Father, the Son , and the Holy Ghost ; and

these three are one God ; the same in substance,

equal in power and glory .

4. Q. Are there three persons in the Godhead ?

A. Yes : for there are three that bear record in Heaven, the

Father, the Word, and the Holy Ghost. 1 John v. 7.

1. Q. Is the Father God ?

A. Yes : forthere is one God and Father of all. Ephes. iv. 6 .

2. Q. Is Jesus Christ the Word ?

A. Yes : his name is called the Word ofGod. Rev. xix . 13.

3 , Q. Is the Word God ?

A. Yes : for in the beginning was the Word, and the Word

was with God, and the Word was God. John i. 1 .

4. Q. Is the Holy Ghost a divine person ?

A. Yes : for the Spirit searcheth all things. I Cor. ii. 10 .

1. Q. Is it the personal property of the Father to beget the

Son ?
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A. Yes : thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee. Ps.

ii. 7.

2. Q. Is it the personal property ofthe Son, to be begotten of

the Father ?

A. Yes: for he is the only begotten of the Father. John i. 14 .

3. Q. Is it the personal property of the Holy Ghost to proceed

from the Father and the Son ?

A. Yes : for Christ says, I will send you the comforter, even

the Spirit of truth , which proceedeth from the Father. John

xv , 26 .

1. Q. Are these three one God ?

A. Yes : for it is said expressly, these three are one . 1 John

v. 7.

2. Q. Are they the same in substance, and equal in power

and glory ?

A. Yes: forChrist says, I and my Father are one. John x. 30.

3. Q. Can this doctrine be measured by reason ?

A. No : for flesh and blood hath not revealed it to us. Matt.

Ivi. 17.

4. Q. But ought we to believe it ?

A. Yes: forwe are baptizedin thename of theFather, and

of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost. Matt. xxviii. 19 ; and we

are blessed with the grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, the love of

God, and the communion of the Holy Ghost. 2 Cor. xiii. 14.

5. Q. And ought we to improve it ?

A. Yes : that we all may be one, as the Father is in Christ,

and he in the Father, that we also may be one in them . John

xvii. 21 .

VII. Q. What are the decrees of God ?

A. The decrees of God are his eternal purpose

according to the counsel of his will, whereby for

his own glory he hath ordained whatsoever

comes to pass.

1. Q. Does God dispose of all thingsthat come to pass ?

A. Yes : my times are in thy hand. Ps, xxxi. 15.

2. Q. Does he do it according to his own will ?

A. Yes : for he hath done whatsoever he pleased. PS. CXXIV

6 .
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3. Q. Can any control his will ?

A. No : for he doth according to his will, in the armies of

Heaven, and among the inhabitants of the earth . Dan. iv . 35 .

4. Q. Has he determined before , what he will do ?

A. Yes : for known unto God are all his works, from the

beginning of the world . Acts xv. 18 .

§ 11 .

1. Q. Is there a counsel, then , in all the will ofGod ?

A. Yes : for he worketh all things after the counsel of his

own will. Ephes. i . 11 .

2. Q. Is it an eternal counsel ?

A. Yes : for it was ordained before the world. i Cor. ii. 7.

3. Q. Is it free ?

A. Yes : even so, Father, for so it seemed good in thy sight.

Matt. xi. 26.

4. Q. Is it unchangeable ?

A. Yes : the counsel of the Lord standeth forever. Ps.

Xxxüi. 11 .

5. Q. Is it for his own glory ?

A. Yes : that we should be to the praise of his glory. Ephes.

i. 12.

1. Q. Were all the events of time ordained from eternity ?

A. Yes : He performed the thing that is appointed for me.

Job xxiii. 14.

2. Q. Does any thing come to pass by chance ?

A. No : for the lot is cast into the lap ; but the whole dis

posing thereof is of the Lord . Prov. xvi. 33.

3. Q. Does every thing come to pass as God has ordained it?

A. Yes : for there are many devices in a man's heart; never

theless, the counsel of the Lord, that shall stand. Prov . xix. 21 .

1. Q. Can we search out God's counsels ?

A. No: for his judgments are a great deep. Ps. xxxvi. 6.

2. Q. Ought we not, therefore, to acquiesce in them ?

A. Yes : here am I, let him do to me as seemeth good unto

3. Q. May we question God's proceedings ?

A. No : for his thoughts are above our thoughts. Is. lv . 9.

VIII . Q. How doth God execute his decrees ?

A. God executeth his decrees, in the works

A. Yes : for the Lord of hosts hath sworn , surely as I have

thought, so shall it come to pass.

2. Q. Can any of them be defeated ?

A. No: for the Lord of hosts hath proposed, and who shall

disannul it ? Is. xiv . 27.

3. Q. Did God execute his decree, in the work of creation ?

A. Yes : he hath created all things, and for his pleasure, they

are and were created. Rev. iv. 11 .

4. Q. And does he execute his decrees in the works of Prov

idence ?

A. Yes : for out of the mouth of the Most High both evil and

good proceed. Sam . iii. 38.

1. Q. Did God begin to work in the creation of the world ?

A. Yes: thou , Lord, in the beginning didst lay the founda

tions of the earth . Heb. i. 10.

2. Q. Is he still working ?

A. Yes : for Christ says, My Father worketh hitherto, and I

work . John v. 17.

3. Q. Are allhis workscopied out of hiscounsels ?

A. Yes: for they are what his hand and his counsel deter

mined before to be done. Acts iv. 28.

6. Q. Is it a great sin to neglect them ?

A. Yes : because they regard not the work of the Lord, nei

ther consider the operation of his hands, he shall destroy them ,

and not build them up. Ps. xxvii . 5 .

1. Q. Can all God's works be thoroughly discovered ?

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A. No : for no man can find out the work that God makes

from the beginning to the end. Eccl. iii. 11 .

2. Q. Can his designs in them be accounted for ?

A. The work of creation is, God's making

A. Yes : for through faith we understand that the worlds

were framed by the word of God . Heb. xi. 3.

4. Q. Did all things come into being by that word ?

A. Yes : for by the word of God the Heavens were of old .

2 Pet. iii. 5.

5. Q. And are they thereby preserved in being ?

A. Yes : by the same word they are kept in store. v. 7.

6. Q. Did God find any difficultyin making theworld ?

A. No : for he spake and it was done ; he said, let there be

light, and there was light. Ps. xxxiii. 9. Gen. i. 3.

7. Q. Did he need assistance in it ?

A. No : for he stretcheth forth the heavens alone, and

spreadeth abroad the earth by himself. Is. xliv .

§ II.

1. Q. Did he make all out of nothing ?

A. Yes : for the things which are seen were not made of the

things which do appear. Heb . xi. 3.

2. Q. Did he bring light out of darkness ?

A. Yes: for God commanded the light to shine out of darkness.

3. Q. And order out of confusion ?

A. Yes : for the earth was without form and void . Gen. i. 2.

A. Yes : the Lord hath made all things for himself. Prov.

1 Q. Did God make all things by Jesus Christ ?

A. Yes : for by him also he made the worlds. Heb. i. 2., and

2. Q. Did God manifest his own perfections in the work of

creation ?

A. Yes : for the heavens declarethe glory ofGod. Ps. xix. 1 .

A. Yes : we must worship him that made the heavens and

the earth .

4. Q. Must we give him thanks for his creatures ?

A. Yes : overy creature of God is good, and to be received

with thanksgiving.

5. Q. May webe encouraged , by the work of creation , to trusi

in God ?

A. Yes : Myhelp cometh from the Lord which made Heaven

and earth, Ps. cxxi. 2.

1. Q. Did God create the angels ?

A. Yes : he maketh his angels spirits. Heb. i . 7.

2. Q. Are they attendants upon him ?

A. Yes : thousand thousands minister unto him, and ten

thousand times ten thousand stand before him. Dan . vii . 10.

3. Q. Are they employed for the good of the saints ?

A. Yes : theyare sent forth to minister for them which shall

be heirs of salvation. Heb. i. 14 .

4. Q. Have true believers communion with them in faith,

hope, and love ?

A. Yes : for we are come to an innumerable company of

angels. Heb. xii. 22.

1. Q. Did all the angels continue in their integrity ?

A. No : there were angels that left their first state. Jude 6.

2. Q. Is it probable that they who fell, fell by pride ?

A. Yes : for they that are lifted up with pride, fall into the

condemnation of the devil. I Tim. iii. 6.

3. Q. Were they punished for their sin ?

A. Yes : God spared not the angels that sinned, but cast

them down to hell. 2 Pet. ii. 4.

X. Q. How did God create man ?

A. God created man, male and female, after

his own image, in knowledge , righteousness, and

holiness, with dominion over the creatures.

1. Q. Is man God's creature ?

A. Yes : for we are also his offspring. Acts xvii. 28.

2. Q. Were our first parents the work of his hands?

· A. Yes : male and female created he them , and called their

name Adam. Gen. v . 2 .

3. Q. Was man made with a consultation ?

A. Yes : for God said , Let us make man. Gen. i . 26.

4. Q. Do all the children of men descend from Adam and

Eve ?

A. Yes : for God has made of one blood all nations of men.

Acts xvii. 26.

§ 11.

1. Q. Was man's body at first made out of the earth ?

A. Yes : God made man of the dust of the ground. Gen.

ii . 7.

2. Q. Are our bodies of the earth earthy ?

A. Yes : for I also am formed out of the clay. Job xxxiii. 6 .

3. Q. But are they not curiously wrought ?

A. Yes : for I am fearfully and wonderfully made. Ps.

cxxxix. 14.

4. Q. Is God the former of our bodies ?

A. Yes: thou bast clothed me with skin and flesh, and

A. Yes : for the spirit of a man is the candle of the Lord.

A. No : for when the dust returns to the earth as it was, the

A. Yes : for he is the governor among the nations. Ps.

4. Q. And families, too ?
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A. Yes : for, except the Lord build the house they labour in

vain that build it. Ps. cxxvii. 1 .

5. Q. Does he govern great men ?

A. Yes : for God is the Judge; He puts down one, and sets

up another. Ps. lxxv. 7.

6. Q. And mean men too ?

A. Yes : for every man's judgment proceedeth from the

Lord . Prov. xxix . 26.

7. Q. Can man make his own fortune ?

A. No : for the way ofman is not in himself, neither is it in

man that walketh to direct his steps. Jer. x. 23.

8. Q. When man purposes, does God dispose ?

A. Yes : a man's heart deviseth his way, but the Lord di

recteth his steps. Prov. xvi. 9.

9. Q. Do all comforts and crosses come from God's hand ?

A. Yes : for he has said, I make peace , and create evil ; I

the Lord do all these things. Isa. xlv. 7.

10. Q. Does God's providence extend itself to the smallest

things ?

A. Yes : the very hairs of your head are all numbered . Matt.

X. 30 .

6 v.

1. Q. Is God's government holy ?

A. Yes : He is holy in all his works. Ps. cxlv. 17.

2. Q. Is it wise ?

A. Yes : He is wonderful in counsel, and excellent in work

ing. Isa. xxviii. 29.

3. Q. Is it powerful ?

A. Yes : for when he giveth quietness, who, then , can make

trouble ? Job xxxiv. 29.

4. Q. Is it rightful?

A. Yes : God is greater than man. Job xxxüi. 12.

5. Q. Is it just ?

A. Yes : for shall not the Judge of all the earth do right ?

Gen. xviii. 25.

6. Q. Does God sometimes reward and punish in this life ?

A. Yes : the rightonus shall be recompensed in the earth ,

much more the wicked and the sinner. Prov. xi. 31 .

7. Q. But does he always ?

A. No : for all things come alike to all. Eccl. ix. 2.

1. Q. Does God govern theworld for the good of his church ?

A. Yes: for Jacob my servant's sake, and Israel mine elect,

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2. Q. Is the government of the world committed to the Lord

3. Q. And is all ordered for God's glory ?

4. Q. Is it a comfort to good men that God governs the

world ?

A. Yes: the Lord reigns, let the earth rejoice. Ps. xcvii. 1 .

5. Q. Is it a terror to the wicked ?

A. Yes: the Lord reigns, let the people tremble. Ps. xcix. 1

6. Q. Ought we to give him the praise of it ?

A. Yes : Hallelujah, the Lord God omnipotent reigns. Rev.

xix. 6.

XII. Q. What special act of Providence did

God exercise toward mau in the estate wherein

he was created ?

A. When God had created man, he entered

into a covenant of life with him, upon condition

of perfect obedience ; forbidding him to eat of

the tree of knowledge of good and evil , upon the

pain of death.

1. Q. DidGod make man happy as well as holy ?

A. Yes : for he put him into the garden of Eden. Gen. ii . 15.

2. Q. Did he provide comfortably for him?

A. Yes : for he said , I will make him a help meet for him

A. Yes : for he then blessed the seventh day and sanctified

it. Gen. ii. 3.

4. Q. Was God well pleased in him ?

A. Yes : for his delights were with the sons of men . Prov.

1. Q. Did God give him a law ?

A. Yes : the Lord God commanded the man . Gen. ü. 16.

2. Q. Did he give him a command of trial ?

A. Yes : of the tree of knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt

not eat of it. Gen. ü. 17.

3. Q. Did he assure him of happiness, if he obeyed ?

A. Yes : for of every tree in the garden (even the tree of

1. Q. Was this God's covenant with Adam ?

Q. Yes : for we read of those who, like Adam , transgressed

2. Q. Was, do this and live, one branch of that covenant ?

A. Yes : for the man that doeth them , shall live in them .

Gal. iii. 12.

3. Q. Was, fail and die, the other branch of the covenant ?

4. Q. Was this the covenant of innocency ?

A. Yes : for the law was not of faith . Gal. iii. 12.

5. Q. Was there a mediator of this covenant ?

A. No : for it is the better covenant that is established in the

hands of a Mediator.

Q. Did our first parents continue in the

estate wherein they were created ?

A. Our first parents , being left to the freedom

of their own will, fell from the estate wherein

they were created , by sinning against God.

A. No : man was planted a noble vine,but is turned into the

5. Q. Did man continue long in his state of innocence ?

A. No : for man being in honour abideth not. Ps. xlix . 12.

1. Q. Did God leave man to the freedom of his own will ?
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A. Yes : for if thou scornest, thou alone shalt bear it. Prov.

ix. 12.

2. Q. Did God draw Adam to sin ?

A. No: for God tempteth no man. James i. 13.

3. Q. Is he any waythe author of sin ?

A. No : far be it from God that he should do wickedness, Job

xxxiv. 10.

4. Q. Did he do what was fit to be done to prevent it ?

A. Yes : what could have been done more to my vineyard ?

Isa, v. 4.

5. Q. Was he obliged to do more ?

A. No : for may he not do what he will with his own ? Matt.

xx . 15 .

6. Q. Does all the blame of man's sin lie upon himself,then ?

A. Yes : 0 Israel, thou hast destroyed thyself. Hos. xiii. 9 .

1. Q. Did man fall by sinning against God ?

A. Yes : thou hast fallen by thine iniquity. Hos. xiv. 1 .

2. Q. Was that the beginning of sin , in this world ?

A. Yes : for by one man sin entered into the world . Rom.

XIV . Q. What is sin ?

A. Sin is any want of conformity unto, or

transgression of the law of God.

1. P. Is there a moral difference of good and evil ?

A. Yes : for we must cease to do evil, and learn to do well.

%. Q. Is it all alike then what we do ?

A. No : for God shall bring every work into judgment,

3. Q. Is there such a thing as sin in thought ?

4. Q. May sin be committed in word too ?

A. Yes : for in the multitude of words there wanteth not sin.

1. Q. Does sin suppose a law ?

A. Yes : for where there is no law , there is no transgres.

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2. Q. Is sin the breach of a law ?

A. Yes : for sin is the transgression of the law . 1 John iii. 4.

3. Q. Is it God's law only that can make a thing to be sin ?

A. Yes : for against thee, thee only have I sinned . Ps. li. 4.

4. Q. Is every breach of God's law sin ?

A. Yes : for all unrighteousness is sin . 1 John v. 17.

5. Q. Are we to judge of sin by the law ?

A. Yes : for by the law is the knowledge of sin . Rom. iii. 20.

6. Q. Could we discover sin without some law ?

A. No : for I had not known sin but by the law . Rom. vii. 7.

7. Q. Is the transgression of the law of nature sin ?

A. Yes : for they that have not the written law , shew the

3. Q. Is all disobedience to God's law sin ?

A. Yes : for the wrath of God comes upon the children of

disobedience. Col. iii. 6 .

4. Q. Is it a sin to omit the good which God has commanded ?

A. Yes : for to him that knows to do good, and doth it not,

to him it is sin. James iv. 17.

5. Q. Is it a sin to do it negligently ?

A. Yes : for if thou doest not well, sin lies at the door. Gen.

iv. 7.

6. Q. Is it a sin to do the evil which God has forbidden ?

A. Yes : for he has said, O, do not this abominable thing

which I hate. Jer. xliv. 4.

7. Q. Is the inclination to evil sin ?

A. Yes : for St. Paul speaks of the sin that dwells in us.

Rom. vii. 17.

1. Q. Is sin the worst of evils ?

A. Yes : it is an evil thing, and a bitter, to forsake the Lord .

2. Q. Is the sinfulness of it the worst thing in it ?

3. Q. Is sin worse than affliction ?

A. Yes : for Moses, by faith chose rather to suffer affliction

than to enjoy the pleasures of sin . Heb. xi . 25.

4. Q. Is it displeasing to God ?

A. Yes: God is angry with the wicked every day. Ps. vii. 11 .

5. Q. Is it destructive to ourselves ?

A. Yes : be sure your sin will find you out. Numb. xxxii.

1. Q. Ought we not, therefore, to take heed of sin ?

A. Yes : stand in awe, and sin not. Ps. iv. 4.

2. Q. And of all appearances of it ?

A. Yes : abstain from all appearance of evil. 1 Thess. v. 22 .

A. Yes : touch not the unclean thing. 2 Cor. vi. 17.

4. Q. And must we hate it ?

A. Yes : ye that love the Lord, hate evil. Po xcvii. 10 .

5. Q. Must little children take heed of sin ?

A. Yes : my little children, these things write I unto you,

that ye sin not. 1 John ii. 1 .

6. Q. Is it folly to make light of sin ?

A. Yes : fools make a mock at sin. Prov. xiv. 9.

7. Q. Will our observing the law of God be the best pre

servative against sin ?

A. Yes : thy word have I hid in my heart, that I might not

sin against thee. Ps. cxix . 11 .

8. Q. Will an eye to God be the best argument against sin ?

A. Yes : how shall I do this great wickedness, and sin against

God . Gen. xxxix. 9 .

XV. Q. What was the siu whereby our first

parents fell from the estate wherein they were

created ?

A. The sin whereby our first parents fell from

the estate wherein they were created, was their

eating the forbidden fruit.

1. Q. Did our first parents eat the forbidden fruit ?

A. Yes : thou hast eaten of the tree of which I commanded

thee saying, thou shalt not eat of it. Gen. iii. 17.
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2. Q. Was their doing so disobedience ?

4. Q. Did the serpent tempt her to it ?

A. Yes : the serpent beguiled Eve through his subtilty. 2

5. Q. Was that serpent the devil ?

A. Yes : the Old Serpent is the devil and Satan . Rev. xx. 2 .

6. Q. Did he aim to make man as miserable as himself ?

A. Yes : he was a murderer from the beginning. John vüi.

1. Q. Did the tempter teach them to question the command ?

A. Yes : he said to the woman, hath God said ye shall not

eat ? Gen. iii. 1 .

2. Q. Did he promise them safety in sin ?

A. Yes : he said, ye shall not surely die . Gen. iii. 4.

3. Q. Did he promise them advantage by the sin ?

A. Yes : in the day ye eat thereof, your eyes shall be opened .

4. Q. Did he feed them with high thoughts of themselves ?

A. Yes : ye shall be as gods. Gen. iii. 5.

5. Q. Did he suggest to them hard thoughts of God ?

A. Yes : for he said, God doth know this. Gen. iii. 5.

6. Q. Did Eve do well to parley with him ?

A. No : for we should cease to hear the instruction that

1. Q. Did the devil prevail in this temptation ?

A. Yes : for she took of the fruit, and did eat, and gave also

to her husband with her, and he did eat. Gen. iii. 6.

2. Q. Was there in this sin the lust of the flesh ?

A. Yes : for she saw that the tree was good for food . Gen.

iii. 6 .

3. Q. Was there in it the lust of the eye ?

A: Yes : for she saw that it was pleasant to the eyes. Gen ,

iii. 6 .

4. Q. And the pride of life ?

A. Yes : for she saw that it was a tree to be desired to make

one wise. Gen. iii. 6.
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5. Q. Was unbelief of the word of God at the bottom of it ?

A. Yes : it is the evil heart of unbelief that departs from the

living God. Heb. iii. 12.

6. Q. Was there in it an opposition to the divine law ?

A. Yes : for sin took occasion by the commandment. Rom.

vii. 8 .

7. Q. Was disobedience in a small matter a great provoca

tion ?

A. Yes : for rebellion is as the sin of witchcraft, and stub

bornness is iniquity and idolatry. 1 Sam . xv. 23.

8. Q. If Adam fell thus, have we any reason to be secure ?

A. No : wherefore let him that thinketh he standeth, take

heed lest he fall. 1 Cor. x . 12 .

XVI. Q. Did all mankind fall in Adam's first

transgression ?

A. The covenant being made with Adam, not

only for himself, but for his posterity ; all man

kind, descending from him by ordinary genera

tion , sinned in him , and fell with him, in his first

transgression .

1. Q. Are we concerned in our first parents' disobedience ?

A. Yes : for by the offence of one, judgment came upon all

men to condemnation . Rom . v. 18 .

2. Q. Were we in their loins when they ate the forbidden

fruit ?

A. Yes : for Adam called his wife's name Eve, because she

was the mother of all living. Gen. iii. 20.

3. Q. Was Adam a common father ?

A. Yes: for he was to be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish

the earth . Gen. i. 28 .

4. Q. Was he a public person ?

A. Yes : for he was the figure of him that was to come.

Rom . v. 14.

5. Q. Was the covenant made with him , and his posterity ?

A. Yes : for God always established his covenant with men,

and with their seed after them . Gen. ix . 9.

.1 . Q. Was Adam's sin our ruin, then ?

A. Yes : for through the offence of one many were dead .

Rom . v. 15.
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2. Q. Was the honour of human nature thereby stained ?

A. Yes : for Adam begat a son in his own likeness. Gen.

3. Q. Was the power of the human nature thereby weak

ened ?

A. Yes: for when we were without strength , Christ died for

us.

4. Q, Q. Was the purity of it thereby corrupted ?

A. Yes : for in us, that is, in our flesh , there dwells no good

5. Q. Was Adam himself degenerated ?

A. Yes : for God said to him , dust thou art. Gen. üi. 19.

6. Q. And are we, in like manner , degenerated ?

A. Yes : for we have all borne the image of the earth .

1. Q. Is this degeneracy universal ?

A. Yes : for all flesh hath corrupted his way. Gen. vi. 12.

2. Q: Did our Lord Jesus descend from Adam by ordinary

generation ?
A. No : for He is the Lord from Heaven . 1 Cor. xv. 47.

3. Q. Did He, then, sin in Adam ?

A. No : for He is undefiled, separate from sinners. Heb.

vii. 26,

4. Q. Did all the rest ofmankind sin in Adam ?

A. Yes : for how can he be clean that is born of a woman ?

Job xxv. 4.

5. Q. Are the ways of the Lord herein equal ?

A. Yes : but our ways are unequal. Ezek . xviii, 29.

XVII. Q. Into what estate did the fall bring

mankind ?

A. The fall brought mankind into an estate

of sin and misery.

§ 1 .

1. Q. Is mankind in a state of sin ?

A. Yes : for both Jews and Gentiles are all under sin . Rom .

iii . 9 .

2. Q. Is a state of sin a sad state ?

A. Yes : for they that are in the flesh cannot please God .
Rom . viii. 8.

3. Q. Did the fall bring us into a state of sin !
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. Yes : for by it many were made sinners. Rom. v. 19.

4. Q. Does the world continue in that state ?

A. Yes : for the whole world lies in wickedness. 1 John v.

19 .

5. Q. And are you by nature in that state ?

A. Yes: if I justify myself, my own mouth shall condemn

me. Job ix . 20.

§ 11.

1. Q. Is mankind in a state of misery ?

A. Yes : the misery of man is great upon him . Eccl. viii. 6 .

2. Q. Is sin the cause of all that misery ?

A. Yes : for death entered by sin , and so death passed upon

all men. Rom . v. 12.

3. Q. Is misery the consequence of sin ?

A. Yes : for evil pursues sinners. Prov. xiii. 21 .

4. Q. Do all the creatures share in the sad effects of sin ?

A. Yes : cursed is the ground for thy sake. Gen. ii. 17.

5. Q. And could all this mischief come from that one sin ?

A. Yes : for how great a matter does a little fire kindle !

James üii. 5, 6.

1. Q. Did the fall bring mankind into a state of apostacy

from God ?

A. Yes : for they are all gone aside. Ps. xiv. 3.

2. Q. Is that a sinful state ?

A. Yes: for it is great whoredom to depart from the Lord .

Hos, i. 2 .

3. Q. And is it a miserable state ?

A. Yes : woe unto them , for they have fled from me. Hos .

vii. 13.

§ IV.

1. Q. Did the fall bring mankind into a state of slavery to

Satan ?

1. Yes : for they are taken captive by him at his will. 2

Tim . ii. 26.

2. Q. Is that a sinful state ?

A. Yes : for the prince of the power of the air works in the

children of disobedience. Ephes. ii. 2.

3. Q. Is it a miserable state ?

A. Yes: for the god of this world hath blinded their minds.

2 Cor iv. 4.

4. Q. Is it like the condition of the prodigal son ?
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A. Yes : for he went into a far country ; wasted his substance;

began to be in want; and was sent into the fields to feed swine.

Luke xv. 13-15.

XVIII. Q. Wherein consists the sinfulness of

that estate whereinto man fell ?

A. The sinfulness of that estate whereinto

man fell, consists in the guilt of Adam's first sin,

the want of original righteousness, and the cor

ruption of his whole nature, which is commonly

called Original Sin ; together with all actual

transgressions which proceed from it.

1. Q. Are we all born under guilt ?

A. Yes : For all the world is guilty before God. Rom . iii. 19.

2. Q. Does the whole race of mankind stand attainted at

God's bar ?

A. Yes : for the scripture hath concluded all under sin . Gal.

iii. 22.

3. Q. Is this according to God's rule of judgment?

A. Yes : for he visiteth the iniquity of the fathers upon the

children . Exod. xx . 5.

4. Q. Is not God unrighteous who thus takes vengeance ?

A. No : God forbid, for then how shall God judge the world ?

Rom . iii. 6 .

§ 11.

1. Q. Are we all born in sin ?

A. Yes : behold, I was shapen in iniquity, and in sin did my

mother conceive me. Ps. li. 5.

2. Q. Are we of a sinful brood ?

A. Yes : for we are a seed of evil doers. Isa. i. 4.

3. Q. May we be truly called sinners by nature ?

A. Yes : thou wast called a transgressor from the womb. Isa .

xlviii. 8.

$ 111 .

1. Q. Is there, in every one of us, by nature, the want of

original righteousness ?

A. Yes: there is none righteous, no not one. Rom . iii. 10.

2. Q. Is there in us, an aversion to that which is good ?

A. Yes: for the carnal mind is enmity against God . Rom.

viii. 7 .
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3. Q. Is there in us a moral impotence to that which is good ?

A. Yes : for the carnal mind is not in subjection to the law

of God, neither indeed can be. Rom. viii. 7.

4. Q. Can we, of ourselves, do any thing that is good ?

A. No : for we are not sufficient of ourselves to think any

thing as of ourselves. 2 Cor. iii, 5.

§ IV.

1. Q. Is there in us a proneness to that which is evil ?

A. Yes : My people are bent to back-sliding from me. Hos.

xi. 7 .

2. Q. Are there the snares of sin in our bodies ?

A. Yes : for there is a law in the members warring against

the law of the mind. Rom . vii. 23 .

3. Q. And are there the seeds of sin in our souls ?

A. Yes : for when I would do good, evil is present with me.

Rom. vii. 21 .

4. Q. And is the stain of sin upon both ?

A. Yes : for all have sinned, and come short of the glcry of

God. Rom. iii. 23.

§ v .

1. Q. Did we all bring sin into the world with us ?

A. Yes : for man is born like the wild ass's colt . Job. a

2. Q. Is it in little children ?

A. Yes : for foolishness is in the heart of a child . Prov.

15 .

3. Q. As reason improves does sin grow up with it ?

A. Yes : for when the blade is sprung up, then appear the

tares also. Matt. xiii. 26 .

4. Q. Is it not a wonder of mercy, then , that we are any of

us alive ?

A. Yes : it is of the Lord's mercies that we are not consumed .

Lam . iii. 22.

§ vi.

1. Q. Is the whole nature of man corrupted by the fall ?

A. Yes : the whole head is sick , and the whole heart is faint.

Isa . i. 5.

2. Q. Is the understanding corrupted ?

A. Yes : the understanding is darkened, being alienated from

the life of God . Ephes . iv . 18.

3. Q. Is that unapt to admit the rays of divine light ?

A. Yes: for they are spiritually discerned. i Cor. ii. 14 .

4. Q. Is the will corrupted ?
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A. Yes : the neck is an iron sinew. Isa. xlviii. 4.

5. Q. And is that unapt to submit to the rule of the divine

law ?

A. Yes : for what is the Almighty (say they ) that we should

serve him ? Job. xxi. 15 .

6. Q. Are the thoughts corrupted ?

A. Yes : for the imagination of man's heart is evil from his

youth. Gen. viii. 21 .

7. Q. Is the fancy full of vanity ?

A. Yes : vain thoughts lodge within us. Jer. iv. 14.

8. Q. Are the affections corrupted ?

A. Yes : it is a carnal mind. Rom. viii. 7.

3. Q. Is conscience itself corrupted ?

A. Yes : even the mind and conscience is defiled . Tit. i . 15 .

10. Q. Is the whole soul corrupted ?

A. Yes: the heart is deceitful above all things. Jer. xvii, 9.

§ VII .

1. Q. Is this corruption of the mind sin ?

A. Yes : for it is enmity against God. Rom. viii. 7.

2. Q. Have we it from our original ?

A. Yes : for that which is born of the flesh is flesh . Johin iii, 6.

3. Q. Do we derive it through our parents ?

A. Yes : for who can bring a clean thing out of an unclean ?

Job. xiv. 4.

4. Q. Does it render us odious to God's holiness ?

A. Yes : for the foolish shall not stand in his sight. Ps . v . 5 .

5. Q. Does it render us obnoxious to his justice ?

A. Yes : for death reigns over them that have not sinned

after the similitude of Adam's transgressions. Rom. v . 14.

VIII .

1. Q. Does this original corruption produce actual transgres

sion ?

A. Yes : for a corrupt tree cannot bring forth good fruit.

Matt. vii. 18 .

2. Q. Does it produce it betimes ?

A. Yes : for he said , my soul is exceedingly sorrowful. Matt.

1. Q. Was he conceived by ordinary generation ?

A. No : for he said, ye are from beneath, I am from above,

2. Q. Was he conceived by the power of the Holy Ghost ?

A. Yes : the Holy Ghost shall come upon thee, and the power

of the highest shall overshadow thee. Luke i. 35.

3. Q. Was he born of the Virgin Mary ?

A. Yes : the scripture was fulfilled, behold a virgin shall be

with child, and bring forth a son , Matt. i. 23.

4. Q. Was his conception and birth supernatural ?
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A. Yes : that which was coneeived in the Virgin Mary was

of the Holy Ghost. Matt. i. 20.

5. Q. Yet, was he really and truly man ?

A. Yes : for he is not ashamed to call us brethren . Heb , ü. 11 .

1. Q. Was Christ the seed of the woman ?

A. Yes : for he was made of a woman. Gal. iv . 4 .

A. Yes : for the seed of the woman must break the serpent's

A. Yes : for he took on him the seed of Abraham . Heb. ii.

A. Yes : for it was said to Abraham , in thy seed shall all

A. Yes : for there then went out a decree that all the world

6. Q. Did the angels attend him at his birth ?

A. Yes : there was a multitude of the heavenly host, praising

1. Q. Was the Redeemer born in sin, as we are ?

A. No : he was without sin. Heb. iv. 15 .

2. Q. Was he perfectly pure and holy ?

A. Yes : that holy thing which shall be born of thee, shall

A. Yes : he did no sin neither was guile found in his mouth .

5. Q. Could he have satisfied for our sin , if he had had any

sin ofhis own ?

A. Yes : he was in all points, tempted like as we are . Heb.

2. Q. Was he hungry ?

A. Yes: when he had fasted forty days, and forty nights, he

3. Q. Was he weary ?

A. Yes: being weary with his journey he sat on the well.

John iv. 6.

4. Q. Did he sleep ?

A. Yes : when the ship was covered with waves, he was

asleep. Matt. viii. 24.

5. Q. Did he pass through the ages of human life ?

A. Yes : for Jesus increased in wisdom and stature. Luke

ü. 52 .

1. Q. Was the Redeemer willing to be incarnate for us ?

A. Yes : for when he cometh into the world, he saith , Lo, I

come to do thy will, O God . Heb. x . 5. 7.

2. Q. Is it well for us, that he was so ?

A. Yes : for, by this will, we are sanctified . Heb. x . 10.

3. Q. Was Christ's incarnation great condescension in him ?

A. Yes : for hereby he was made a little lower than the

angels. Heb. ii. 9.

4. Q. Was it a great honour to our nature ?
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A. Yes : what is man , that thou art mindful of him ? Heb .

ii. 6.

5. Q. Is it good news to mankind ? .

A. Yes : this is a faithful saying, and worthy of all accepta

tion , that Christ Jesus came into the world, to save sinners.

XXIII. Q. What offices doth Christ execute,

as our Redeemer ?

A. Christ as our Redeemer executeth the offi

ces of a prophet, of a priest, and of a king, both

in his estate of humiliation and exaltation .

3. Q. Is he authorized for it ?

A. Yes : for all things are delivered to him , of the Father.

Matt. xi. 27.

4. Q. Has he a full commission ?

A. Yes : for the Father judgeth no man ; but has committed

all judgment to the Son. John v. 22.

5. Q. And has he an ability equal to his authority ?

A. Yes : for as the Father hath life in himself, so hath he

given to the Son, to have life in himself. John v. 26.

1. Q. Is there all that in Christ, which fallen man stands in

need of ?

A. Yes : for Christ is all, and in all. Col. iii. 11 .

2. Q. Is he light ?

A. Yes : I am the light of the world. John viii. 12.

4. Q. Is he our peace ?

A. Yes: it was the Spirit of Christ, in them , that testified .

1. Q. Was Moses the great type of Christ, as a Prophet ?

A. Yes : a prophet shall the Lord your God raise up unto

you, of your brethren, like unto me. Acts iii. 22.

2. Q. But was Christ greater than Moses ?

A. Yes : for Moses was faithful as a servant; but Christ, as

a Son . Heb. iii. 5, 6 .

3. Q. And is the doctrine of Christ better than that of Moses ?

A. Yes : for the law was given by Moses ; but grace and

truth came by Jesus Christ. John i. 17.

4. Q. Was Christ completely qualified to be a Prophet ?

A. Yes : for in Him are hid all the treasures of wisdom and

knowledge. Col. ï. 3.

5. Q. Was ever any other so well qualified ?

A. No : for no man knows the Father, but the Son . Matt.xi.

27.

1. Q. Has Christ, as a Prophet, revealed God's will to us?

A. Yes : for He said , my doctrine is not mine, but his that

sent me. John vii. 16, and xii. 49, 50.

2. Q. Has he revealed God's will, concerning our duty ?

A. Yes : for He did not come to destroy the law , but to ful.

fi ). Matt. v. 17.
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3. Q. And concerning our happiness ?

A. Yes : for he was anointed to preach the acceptable year

of the Lord . Luke iv, 19.

1. Q. Did Christ execute this office, when he was on earth ?

A. Yes : for He taught them as one having authority. Matt.

2. Q. Did he introduce his doctrine with “ Thus saith the

A. No : but “ Verily, verily, I say unto you.” John iii. 3.

3. Q. Did he confirm his doctrine, by miracles ?

A. Yes : believe me, (said he,) for the very works' sake .

4. Q. Were his miracles many ?

A. Yes : many signs did Jesus, in the presence of his disci

ples. John xx . 30.

5. ' Q. Were they profitable ?

A. Yes : He went about, doing good. Acts x . 38.

6. Q. Did Christ teach by the example of his life ?

A. Yes : that we might follow his steps. 1 Pet. ii. 21 .

1. Q. Does he still execute this office ?

A. Yes : for He said , I have declared thy name unto them ,

1. Q. Did Christ, as a Priest, make atonement for sin ?

A. Yes : He is a merciful and faithful High Priest, to make

reconciliation for the sins of the people. Heb. ii, 17.

2. Q. Didhe do this by the sacrifice of himself ?

A. Yes : He appeared , to put away sin ,,by the sacrifice of

himself. Heb. ix . 26 .

3. Q. Was he himself the Priest ?

A , Yes : for, through the Eternal Spirit, he offered himself.

4. Q. Was he himself the sacrifice ?

A. Yes : He made his soul an offering for sin . Isa. liii. 10 .

5. Q. Was he himself the altar ?

A. Yes : for we have an altar. Heb. xii. 10.

6. Q. Would not the legal sacrifices serve ?

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A. No : for it was not possible that the blood of bulls and

goats should take away sin. Heb. x. 4.

7. Q. Did God declare them insufficient ?

A. Yes : sacrifice and offering thou wouldst not. Heb. x. 5 .

A. Yes : what the law could not do, in that it was weak, that

2. Q. Did he bear them by the Father's appointment ?

iii . 6.

3. Q. Did he suffer for them ?

A. Yes : He was wounded for our transgressions,and bruised

4. Q. And not for any sin of his own ?

A. No : Messiah shall be cut off, but not for himself. Dan .

5. Q. Did he suffer, to satisfy for sin ?

d. Yes : He was once offered, to bear the sins of many.

6. Q. And was the satisfaction accepted ?

A. Yes : He gave himself for us, à sacrifice to God, of a

sweet smelling savour. Ephes. v. 2.

3. Q. Did this sacrifice need to be repeated ?

A. No : for by one offering, he perfected forever them that

are sanctified. Heb . x. 14.

4. Q. Did Christ do this for the purchase of our pardon ?

A. Yes: for when he did it, he said , Father, forgive them .

Luke xxiii. 34.

5. Q. Was it designed to save us from ruin ?

N. Yes : He gave his life a ransom for many . Matt. xx. 28.
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6. Q. And to reconcile us to God ?

A. Yes: for he made peace through the blood of his cross.

Col. i . 20.

7. Q. Is this our plea for peace andpardon ?

A. Yes : who is he that condemns ? It is Christ that died .

Rom . viii. 34.

8. Q. Is Christ, then , the great propitiation ?

A. Yes: He isthe propitiation for our sins,and not for ours

only, but for the sins of the whole world, 1 John ü. 2 .

9. Q. And have we hereby access to God ?

A. Yes : He suffered, the just for the unjust, that he might

bring us to God . 1 Pet. iii. 18.

10. Q. And had the Old Testament saints the benefit of this

sacrifice ?

A. Yes : for he was the lamb slain from the foundation of the

world . Rev. xiii. 8 .

1. Q. Does Christ, as a Priest, make intercession ?

A. Yes : for he bare the sin of many, and made intercession

for the transgressors. Isa . liii. 12.

2. Q. Is he always doing this ?

A. Yes : He ever lives making intercession. Heb. vii. 25.

3. Q. Does he do this as an advocate ?

A. Yes : Ifany man sin we have an advocate with the

Father, Jesus Christ the righteous. 1 John ii. 1 .

4. Q. And as a High Priest ?

A. Yes : Aaron shall bear their names before the Lord . Exod .

5. Q. Does he make intercession in the virtue of his satisfac

tion ?

A. Yes : for, by his own blood, he entered into the holy

place. Heb. ix . 12 .

1. Q. Is Christ a Priest, after the order of Aaron ?

A. No : but after the order ofMelchisedec. Ps. cx. 4.

2. Q. Is he a Royal Priest ?

A. Yes : for, he is a Priest, upon his throne, and the counsel

3. Q. Is he a Priest, that needs a successor ?

A. No : for this man, because he continueth for ever, hath

an unchangeable Priesthood.

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infirmity ; but the word of the oath makes the Son, who is con

7. Q. And is it this we must depend upon for our acceptance

with God ?

A. Christ executeth the office of a King in

subduing us to himself, in ruling and defending

us , and in restraining and conquering all his and

our enemies.

is the Son of man. John v. 27.

4. Q. Is his kingdom a spiritual kingdom ?

A. Yes : my kingdom is not of this world. John xviii. 36.

1. Q. Is Christ universal monarch ?

A. Yes : for all power is given to him, both in heaven and

on earth . Matt. xxviii . 18 .

2. Q. Has he a right to rule all ?

A. Yes : He is Lord of all. Acts x. 36.

3. Q. Does he rule all ?

A. Yes : He is the Governor among the nations, Ps. xxii. 28.

4. Q. Does he rule all , for the good ofhis church ?

A. Yes : He is Head over all things to the church . Ephes.

3. Q. Does he do it, effectually ?

4. Q. Does heconquer the opposition of the carnal mind ?

A. Yes : for the weapons of our warfare are mighty through

God , to the pulling down of strong.holds. 2 Cor. x . 4.

5. Q. Does he set up his throne in the soul ?

A. Yes: bringing into captivity every thought to the obedi

ence of Christ. 2 Cor. x. 5.

6. Q, And does he rule there ?

A. Yes : for he writes his law in their hearts. Heb. viii. 10.

1. Q. Does Christ, as a king, reign in his church ?

A. Yes : the Lord is our judge,the Lord is our law.giver ; the

Lord is our King. Isa . xxxiii. 22.

2. Q. Does he enact laws ?

3. Does he commission officers ?

A. Yes : by me kings reign . Prov. viii. 15.

4. Q. Does he give judgment ?

A. Yes : we must all appear before the judgment-seat of
Cbrist.

A. Yes : for at the name of Jesus, every knee shall bow .

6. Q. Does he rule in righteousness ?

A. Yes : the sceptre of his kingdom is a right sceptre. Ps.

A. Yes : for,he who thought it not robbery tobe equal with

God, was made in the likeness of men. Philipp. ii . 6,7.

2. Q. Was he born of that which was then a poorfamily ?

A. Yes : he was a root out of adry ground. Isa. liii. 2 .

3. Q. Was he born of a poor woman ?

A. Yes : for she offered for her cleansing, only a pair of tur

tle dores, or two young pigeons, Luke ii. 24, compared with

Lev. xji. 8 .

4. Q. Was his supposed father, a poor man ?
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A. Yes : they said , is not this the carpenter's son ? Mattº

xiii . 55 .

5. Q. Was he born in a poor place ?

A. Yes : Bethlehem was little among the thousands of Ju

dah . Mic. v. 2.

6. Q. Was be born in poor circumstances ?

A. Yes : in the stable of an inn, and laid in a manger.

Luke ii. 7 .

7. Q. Had he the respect paid him, that was due to an in

carnate deity ?

A. No : for he was in the world , and the world knew him

not. John i . 10.

8. Q. Was he respected by his countrymen ?

A. No : he came to his own, and his own received him not.

John i . 11 .

9. Q. Was he born honorably ?

A. No : for he took upon him the form of a servant. Philipp.

ii. 7.

10. Q. Was he born wealthy ?

A. No : though he was rich , yet, for our sakes, he became

poor. 2 Cor. viii. 9 .

1. Q. Was Christ made under the law ?

A. Yes : God sent forth his Son, made of a woman , made

under the law. Gal. iv. 4 .

2. Q. Was he circumcised ?

A. Yes : when eight days were accomplished. Luke ii.

21.

3. Q. Was he presented in the temple ?

A. Yes : they brought him to Jerusalem , to present him to

the Lord . Luke ii. 22 .

4. Q. Did he keep the Passuver ?

A. Yes : when he was twelve years old , he went up to Jeru

salem , after the custom of the feast. Luke ii. 42.

5. Q. Was he obedient to his parents ?

A. Yes : he went down with them to Nazareth , and was

A. Yes : that give, for me and thee. Matt. xvii. 24, 27.

A. Yes : thus, it becometh us to fulfil all righteousness.

8. Q. Did he submit to the law of the mediatorship.
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A. Yes : thy law is within my heart. Ps. xl. 8 .

A. Yes : for they said , “ is not this the carpenter ? Mark

2. Q. Was the place of his abode despicable ?

A. Yes : can any good thing come out of Nazareth. John

i . 46.

3. Q. Did he live in honour ?

A. No : for was despised and rejected of men Isa . liii. 3 .

4. Q. Was he attended by great folks ?

A. No : have any of the rulers or of the Pharisees believed

on him ? John vii . 48.

5. Q. Were his followers mean ?

A. Yes : for they were fishers. Matt. iv. 18.

6. Q. Did he live in mirth and pleasure ?

A. No : for he was a man of sorrows and acquainted with

grief. Isa . liii. 3.

7. Q. Was the sin of sinners a grief to him ?

A. Yes : he was grieved for the hardness of their hearts.

Mark iii. 5.

8. Q. Were the sorrows of his friends a grief to him ?

A. Yes : Jesus wept. John xi. 35.

9. Q. Had he a house of his own ?

A. No : the foxes have holes, and the birds of the air have

nests ; but the Son of man hath not where to lay his head.

Luke ix. 58 .

10. Q. Was he fed with the finest of the wheat ?

A. No: he had barley loaves. John vi. 9.

11. Q. Did he live upon alms?

A. Yes : for certain women ministered to him of their sub

stance. Luke viïi. 3 .

12. Q. Had he a stately place to preach in ?

A. No : he taught the people out ofthe ship. Luke v. 3.

i . Q. Was he tempted of Satan.

A. Yes : he was in the wilderness, forty days, tempted of

Satan. Mark i, 13 .

2. Q. Was that a part of his sufferings ?

A. Yes : for he suffered, being tempted. Heb. ii. 18 .

3. Q. Was he persecuted betimes ?

A. Yes : Herod sought the young child, to destroy him .

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4. Q. Was he slandered and reproached ?

A. Yes : they said of him, behold a gluttonous man and a

wine bibber, a friend of publicans and sinners. Luke vii. 34 .

5. Q. Was he represented as a madman ?

A. Yes : they said, he hath a devil, and is mad. John x. 20.

6. Q. And as one that is in league with the devil ?

A. Yes : they said , he casteth out devils by Beelzebub, the

prince of the devils. Matt. xii. 24.

7. Q. Did they cavil at his preaching ?

A. , Yes : he endured the contradiction of sinners against him .

8. Q. Did he bear all this patiently ?

A. Yes : when he was reviled, he reviled not again . 1 Pet.

1. Q. But notwithstanding this, had he honour done him in

bis humiliation ?

A. Yes : for it was said of him, he shall be great. Luke i. 32 .

2. Q. Did God put honour upon him ?

A. Yes : he received from God the Father, honour and glory.

3. Q. Did angels do him honour ?

A. Yes : Behold, angels came and ministered to him . Matt.

iv. 11 .

4. Q. Did foreigners do him honour ?

A. Yes : wise men of the East came to worship him. Matt.

ii. 2.

5. Q. Did the common report of the people do him honour.

A. Yes : for some said he was Elias, others Jeremiah, or one

of the prophets. Matt. xvi. 14.

6. Q. Did those that saw his miracles do him honour ?

A. Yes : for they said, it was never so seen in Israel. Matt.

7. Q. Did inferior creatures do him honour ?

A. Yes : even the winds and the seas obeyed him. Matt.

8. Q. Were devils themselves compelled to acknowledge

him ?

A. Yes : forthey said we know thee, who thou art, the Holy

1. Q. Did he humble himself unto death ?
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A. Yes : he humbled himself and became obedient to death.

Pbilipp. ii. 8.

2. Q Did he die for us ?

A. Yes : he was delivered for our offences. Rom . iv. 25.

3. Q. Was this according to the counsels of God ?

A. Yes : he was delivered by the determinate counsel and

foreknowledge of God . Acts ii. 23.

4. Q. Did he suffer in his soul ?

A. Yes : for he said, now is my soul troubled . John xii. 27.

5. Q. Did he suffer from his Father ?

A. Yes : he was stricken , smitten of God, and afflicted . Isa .

liii. 4.

6. Did he suffer in soul from his Father ?

A. Yes : for he put him to grief. Isa. liii. 10.

7. Q. Did this put him into an agony ?

A. Yes : he began to be sorrowful and very heavy. Matt.

xxvi. 37.

8. Q. Did he suffer this for us ?

A. Yes : for he made him sin for us who knew no sin. 2

Cor. v. 21 .

9. Q. And yet did the Father love him , even when he

bruised him ?

A. Yes : therefore doth my Father love me, because I lay

down my life. John. x . 17.

4. Q. Did he suffer from the Jews ?

A. Yes : for they cried, crucify him, crucfy him. Luke

5. Q. Did he suffer from the chief of the Jews ?

A. Yes : he was the stone which the builders refused . Ps.

cxviii. 22.

6. Q. Did he suffer from the Romans ?

A. Yes : the princes of this world crucified the Lord of glory.

1 Cor. ii. 8 .

7. Q. Was he betrayed by Judas ?

A. Yes : they put it into the heart of Judas Iscariot to betray

him . John xiii. 2 .
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8. Q. Was he sold for thirty pieces of silver ?

A. Yes : a goodly price that I was prized at. Zech. xi. 13.

9. Q. Washe forsaken by his own disciples ?

A. Yes : all his disciples forsook him , and fled . Matt. xxvi .

56.

1. Q. Was he falsely accused ?

A. Yes : they sought false witness against him , to put him

to death . Matt. xxvi. 59.

2. Q. Was he basely abused ?

A. Yes : He hid not his face from shame and spitting. Isa .

1. 6 .

3. Q. Was he condemned as a blasphemer ?

A. Yes : they said, He hath spoken blasphemy. Matt. xxvi.
65.

4. Q. Was he condemned, as a traitor ?

A. Yes : for they said he perverted the nation, forbidding to

give tribute to Cæsar. Luke xxiii. 2.

5. Q. Was he scourged ?

A. Yes : for by his stripes, we are healed. Isa. liii. 5.

6. Q. Was he exposed to contempt ?

A. Yes : He was a reproach of men, and despised of the

people. Ps. xxii. 6 .

7. Q. Did they scoff at him, as a Prophet ?

A. Yes : they said, Prophesy, who smote thee. Matt. xxvi.

68.

8. Q. Did they scoff at him, as a King ?

1. Yes : they said , hail, King of the Jews. Matt. xxvii. 29.

9. Q. Did they scoff at him, as a Priest and Saviour ?

A. Yes : they said, He saved others, himself he cannot save .

Matt. xxvii. 42.

§ x .

1. Q. Was he sentenced to the cross ?

A. Yes : Pilate delivered him to be crucified . Matt. xxvii.26 .

2. Q. Was he crucified between two thieves ?

A. Yes : He was numbered with the transgressors. Isa. liii.

12 .

3. Q. Did he die a bloody death ?

A. Yes : for the life of the flesh is in the blood, and it is the

blood, that makes atonement for the soul . Lev. xvii . 11 .

4. Q. Did he die a painful death ?

A. Yes : they pierced his hands and feet. Ps. xxii . 16 .
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5. Q. And a shameful death ?

A. Yes : He endured the cross, despising the shame. Heb.

xi. 2 .

6. Q. And a cursed death ?

A. Yes : for he that is hanged is accursed of God. Deut. xxi.

23 ; and Gal . iii. 13.

7. Q. Did God seem to withdraw from him, in his sufferings ?

d. Yes : He cried, with a loud voice , My God, My God, why

hast thou forsaken me ? Matt. xxvii. 46.

Ş XI.

1. Q. Did Christ die to glorify God ?

A. Yes : for this cause came I to this hour. Father, glorify

thy name. John xii. 27, 28 .

2. Q. Did he die, to satisfy for our sins ?

A. Yes : it was to finish transgression, and to make an end

of sins, to make reconciliation for iniquity, and bring in an ever

lasting righteousness. Dan . ix . 24.

3. Q. Did he die to conquer Satan ?

A. Yes : He spoiled principalities and powers, triumphing

over them , in his cross. Col. ii. 15.

4. Q. Did he die , to save us from sin ?

A. Yes : He gave himself for us, that he might redeem us

from all iniquity. Tit. ii. 14 .

5. Q. Did he die, to purchase Heaven for us ?

A. Yes : for it is the purchased possession. Ephes. i. 14 ;

Heb. ix . 15 .

6. Q. Was he, in his death , made a curse for us ?

A. Yes : for Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the

law , being made a curse for us. Gal . iii. 13 .

7. Q. Did Christ sweat for us ?

A. Yes: His sweat was, as it were, great drops of blood.

Luke xxii. 44.

8. Q. And, thorns being also a fruit of the curse, did Christ

wear them for us ?

A. Yes : they platted a crown of thorns, and put it upon his

head . Matt. xxvii. 29 .

§ XII.

1. Q. Did Christ do all that was to be done, in his sufferings

for us ?

A. Yes : He said, it is finished. John xix . 30.

2. Q. Did the events answer the predictions ?

A. Yes : for the Scriptures must be fulfilled . Mark xiv. 49 .
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3. Q. Are we sure that Christ was truly dead ?

A. Yes : for one of the soldiers, with a ' spear, pierced his

side, and forthwith came thereout blood and water; and he that

saw it bare record . John xix. 34, 35.

4. Q. Did Christ die, as a Martyr ?

A. Yes : for, before Pontius Pilate, he witnessed a good con

fession . 1 Tim . vi. 13.

5. Q. Did he die, as a Testator ?

A. Yes : for, where a testament is, there must needs be, the

death of the Testator. Heb. ix. 16.

6. Q. Did he die, as a sacrifice ?

A. Yes : Christ, our passover, is sacrificed for us. I Cor. v . 7.

§ XIII.

1. Q. Was there honour done to Christ, even in his suffer

ings ?

A. Yes : the earth did quake, and the rocks rent, and the
graves were opened. Matt. xxvii. 51 , 52.

2. Q. And were some thereby convinced ?

A. Yes : they feared greatly, saying, truly , this was the Son

of God. Matt. xxvii. 54 .

3. Q. Is the cross of Christ, then, a reproach to us ?

A. No : God forbid that I should glory save in the cross of

our Lord Jesus Christ. Gal. vi. 14.

4. Q. Is it what we should all be acquainted with ?

A. Yes : I determined to know nothing, but Jesus Christ and

him crucified . 1 Cor. ii. 2 .

5. Q. And ought we to celebrate the praises of our crucified

Saviour ?

A. Yes: worthy is the Lamb that was slain, to receive hon

our, and glory, and blessing. Rev. v. 12.

$ xiv.

1. Q. When Christ was dead, was he buried ?

A. Yes : they took him down from the tree , and laid him in

a sepulchre. Acts xiii. 29.

2. Q. Was he buried according to the custom ?

A. Yes : as the manner of the Jewsis to bury. John xix. 40.

3. Q Did he continue under the power of death for a time ?

A. Yes : for, as Jonas was three days and three nights in the

whale's belly, so shall the Son of man be three days and three

nights in the heart of the earth . Matt. xii. 40.

4. Q. Was this his descent into Hell ?
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A. Yes : He descended into the lower parts of the earth .

Eph. iv. 9.

5. Q. Did his separate soul go to Paradise ?

A. Yes : this day shalt thou be with me, in Paradise ? Luke

xxiii. 43.

6. Q. Did his body see corruption ?

A. No : thou wilt not leave my soul in hell ; neither wilt

thou suffer thine Holy One to see corruption. Acts ii. 27.

XXVIII. Q. Wherein consisteth Christ's ex

altation ?

A. Christ's exaltation consisteth in his rising

again from the dead on the third day, in ascend

ing up into Heaven, in sitting at the right hand

of God the Father, aud in coming to judge the

world at the last day.

1. Q. Is Jesus Christ exalted ?

A. Yes : because he humbled himself, therefore, God also

hath highly exalted him . Philipp. ii. 9.

2. Q. Was his humiliation the way to exaltation ?

A. Yes: he suffered these things, and so entered into his

glory. Luke xxiv, 26.

3. Q. Was his exaltation the reward of his humiliation ?

A. Yes : I have glorified thee on the earth , and now , O

Father, glorify thou me. John xvii. 4, 5.

4. Q. Had he it in his eye, in his sufferings ?

A. Yes : for the joy that was set before him , he endured the

cross . Heb. xü.2.

$ II .

1. Q. Was his resurrection the first step of his exaltation ?

A. Yes: He was buried, and rose again the third day , accord

ing to the scriptures . 1 Cor. xv . 4.

2. Q. Did he continue always in the bands of death ?

A. No: for it was impossible he should be holden of them .

Acts . ii. 24.

3. Did he rise to life ?

A. Yes : he both rose and revived . Rom . xiv . 9,

4. Q. Did the same body rise ?

A. Yes: behold my hands and my feet, that it is I myself.

Luke xxiv. 39.

5. Q. Is he the same Jesus still ?
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A. Yes : I am he that liveth , and was dead. Rev. i. 18 .

6. Q. Did he lie in the grave all the Jewish Sabbath ?

4. Yes : for he rose in the end of the Sabbath . Matt.

xxviii. 1 .

7. Q. Did he rise the same day of the week ?

A. Yes : as it began to dawn towards the first day of the

week . Matt. xxviii, 1 .

8. Q. Have we sufficient proof of his resurrection ?

A. Yes : he shewed himself alive, by many infallible proofs.

Acts i. 3.

9. Q. Did he rise to die no more ?

A. Yes : death hath no more dominion over him . Rom . vi. 9 .

§ III .

1. Q. Did Christ rise by his own power ?

A. Yes : destroy this temple, and in three days I will raise

it up. John ii. 19 , and x. 18 .

2. Q. Was that a divine power ?

A. Yes : for he was crucified through weakness, but he lived

by the power of God. 2 Cor. xiii. 4.

3. Q. Was it the great proof of his being the Son ofGod ?

A. Yes : he was declared to be the Son of God with power,

by the resurrection from the dead. Rom. i. 4 .

4. Q. Was it the will of the Father he should rise ?

A. Yes : for the angel of the Lord descended from Heaven

and came and rolled back the stone. Matt. xxviii, 2.

5. Q. Did the Father raise him ?

A. Yes : God raised him from the dead. Acts xiii. 30 .

6. Q. Was this an evidence of the acceptance of his satisfac

tion ?

A. Yes : for he was raised again for our justification. Rom.

iv. 25 .

7. Q. And may we plead it ?

A. Yes : it is Christ thatdied, yea, rather that is risen again .

Rom . viii. 34.

§ IV.

1. Q. Did Christ rise, as a public person ?

A. Yes : for since by man came death, by man came also

the resurrection of the dead, 1 Cor. xv. 21 .

2. Q. Are true believers raised with him to a spiritual life ?

A. Yes : He hath quickened us together with Christ.

3. Q. And shall they be shortly raised to eternal life ?

A. Yes : Christ the first fruits, afterward they that are

Christ's at his coming. 1 Cor. xv . 23.
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4. Q. Is the resurrection of Christ one of the great founda

tions of Christianity ?

A. Yes : if Christ be not risen , our faith is vain . 1 Cor. xv. 14 .

1. Q. Did Christ stay on earth, forty days, after his resur

rection ?

A. Yes : he was seen of them , forty days. Acts 1. 3.

2. Q. Did he then ascend up into Heaven ?

A. Yes : while he blessed them , he was parted from them ,

and carried up into heaven . Luke xxiv. 51 .

3. Q. Did he ascend in a cloud ?

A. Yes : a cloud received him out of their sight. Acts i. 9.

4. Q. Was he welcome in heaven ?

A. Yes : when the Son of man came with the clouds of

heaven , he came to the ancient of days, and they brought him

near before him . Dan , vii. 13 .

§ VI.

1. Q. Was it for our advantage that he ascended up into

heaven ?

A. Yes: it is expedient for you that I go away. John xvi. 7 .

2. Q. Did he ascend as a conqueror ?

A. Yes : when he ascended on high, he led captivity captive.

Ephes. iv . 8 .

3. Q. Did he ascend as our forerunner ?

A. Yes : as the forerunner he is for us entered. Heb . vi. 20.

4. Q. Is he gone, to prepare a place for us ?

A. Yes : I go to prepare a place for you. John xiv. 2 .

5. Q. Did he enter as our High Priest, within the veil ?

A. Yes : by his own blood he entered in, once, into the holy

place. Heb. ix. 12.

1. Q. Did he sit at the right hand of God ?

A. Yes : he is seated on the right hand of the throne of the

Majesty in the heavens. Heb. viii . 1 .

2. Q. Has he authority to sit there ?

A. Yes : the Lord said unto my Lord, sit thou on my right

hand. Ps. cx. 1 .

3. Q. Is he there now ?

A. Yes: he is even at the right hand of God. Rom . vii. 34.

4. Q. Has he been seen there ?

A. Yes : Stephen said, I see the heavens opened, and the Son

of man standing on the right hand of God . Acts vii. 56.

5
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5. Q. Will he continue there ?

A. Yes : the heavens must receive him till the restitution of

all things. Acts iii . 21 .

6. Q. Has he the highest honour there ?

A. Yes : God hath given him a name above every name.

Philipp. ii . 9 .

7. Q. Has he thesovereign power there ?

A. Yes : for angels, authorities and powers, are made subject

to him. 1 Pet. iii . 22 .

8. Q. Is he Lord of all there ?

A. Yes : thou crownest him with glory and honour, and didst

set him over the works of thy hands.Heb. ii. 7 .

9. Q. Ought we, therefore, to have our hearts in heaven ?

A. Yes : seek those things which are above, where Christ

sitteth on the right hand ofGod. Col. iii. 1 .

§ VIII.

1. Q. Will Christ come again ?

A. Yes : if I go to prepare a place for you, I will come again.
John xiv. 3 .

2. Q. Are you sure he will come again ?

A. Yes : for he said , surely , I come quickly . Rev. xxii. 20.

3. Q. Will he come in glory ?

A. Yes : he shall come, in the clouds of heaven, with power

and great glory. Matt. xxiv, 30.

4. Q. Will his angels attend him ?

A. Yes : he shall come in his glory, and all the holy angels

with him.

5. Q. Will he come publicly ?

A. Yes : behold he cometh ,in the clouds, and every eye shall

see him .

3. Q. Will he come to the comfort of all his faithful followers !

A. Yes : to them that look for him, he will appear the second

time, unto salvation . Heb. ix . 28 .

4. Q. Will this be at the last day ?

A. Yes : I will raise him up, at the last day. John vi. 39.
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5. Q. Ought we to wait for that day ?

A. Yes : looking for the blessed hope, and the glorious ap

pearance of the great God, and our Saviour Jesus Christ. Tit.

ii. 13.

XXIX. Q. How are we made partakers of

the redemption purchased by Christ ?

A. We are made partakers of the redemption

purchased by Christ, by the effectual application

of it to us by his Holy Spirit.

4. Q. Is it a redemption by power ?

A. Yes : for he hath led captivity captive . Ps. lxviii. 18 .

5. Q. Is this redemption offered to all ?

A. Yes : he hath proclaimed liberty to the captives. Isa . lxi. 1 .

6. Q. May all that will take the benefit of it ?

A. Yes : ho, every one that thirsteth , come ye to the waters.

Isa. lv . l .

7. Q. Have all the world, therefore, some benefit by it ?

A. Yes : go into all the world ,and preach the gospel to every

creature . Mark xvi. 15.

8. Q. Bat have all the world a like benefit by it ?

A. No : thou wilt manifest thyself to us, and not unto the

world. John xiv. 22.

1. Q. Is it enough for us , that there is a redemption pur

chased ?

A. No : for there are those who deny the Lord who bought

them . 2 Pet. ii . 1 .

2. Q. Is it enough to hear of it ?

A. No : for to some it is a savour of death unto death . 2 Cor.

3. Q. Is it enough to have a name among the redeemed ?

A. No : thou hast a name that thou livest and art dead. Rev.

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4. Q. Is it necessary , therefore, that we be partakers of the

5. Q. Do all partake of it ?

6. Q. Do all believers partake of it ?

A. Yes : we are made partakers of Christ. Heb. iii. 14 .

8. Q. And for that only ?
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A. Yes : not having my own righteousness which is of the

law , but that which is through the faith of Christ. Philipp. iii. 9.

1. Q. Is the righteousness of Christ imputed to us for our

justification ?

A. Yes : for he is made of God unto us, righteousness, 1

Cor. i. 30.

2. Q. Did Christ die, that it might be imputed ?

A. Yes: He shall justify many; for he shall bear their in

iquities. Isa. liï . 11 .

3. Q. Do we owe our justification, then , to the death of

Christ ?

A. Yes : the blood of Christ, his Son, cleanseth us from all

sin . 1 John i. 7 .

4. Q. And does that lay the foundation of our salvation ?

A. Yes : being justified by his blood, we shall be saved from

wrath . Rom. v. 9 .

5. Q. Were we justified from eternity ?

A. No : for, in due time, Christ died for the ungodly. Rom.

v. 6 .

6. Q. If Christ had died, and not risen again, could he have

justified us ?

A. No : for he was delivered for our offences, and raised

again for our justification . Rom. iv, 25.

7. Q. Is that, then, our plea, for peace and pardon ?

A. Yes : for who, then, is he that shall condemn ? Rom.

viii. 34.

8. Q. May we, then , depend upon Christ for righteousness ?

A. Yes : in the Lord, I have righteousness and strength . Isa.

xlv. 24.

9. Q. Is it become an act of justice in God, to pardon sin,

upon the account of Christ's righteousness ?

A. Yes : for he is just, and the justifier of him that believeth

in Jesus. Rom. iii. 26 ; and 1 John i. 9 .

§ vii .

1. Q. Are we to receive the righteousness of Christ ?

A. Yes : We have now received the atonement. Rom. v. 1l .

2. Q. Do we receive it, by faith ?

A. Yes : through his name, whosoever believeth in him shall

receive remission of sins. Acts x. 43.

3. Q. And by faith only ?

A. Yes: for,beingjustified by faith, we have peace with God.

Rom. v. 1 .
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4. Q. Did Christ's death satisfy the law ?

A. Yes : for Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the

law . Gal. iii. 13.

5. Q. Is that, then , our only righteousness, in the law court ?

A. Yes : for we are reconciled to God, by the death of his

Son. .Rom . v. 10.

6. Q. Do we, by true faith, come up to the terms of the

gospel ?

Ā. Yes : believe in the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be

saved. Acts xvi. 31.

7. Q. Is that, then , our righteousness, in the gospel court ?

A. Yes : for to him that believeth, his faith is counted for

righteousness. Rom. iv. 5 .

8. Q. Is it, therefore, our life ?

A. Yes : for the just shall live by faith . Hab. ii . 4.

9. Q. Is it so, asit applies Christ's righteousness ?

A. Yes : this is the name whereby he shall be called, THE

LORD, OUR RIGHTEOUSNESS. Jer . xxiii. 6.

viii .

1. Q. Is justifying faith, a working faith ?

A. Yes : for, by works is faith made perfect. James ii. 22 .

2. Q. And will that faith justify us, which does not produce

good works ?

A. No : for, by works, a man is justified, and not by faith

only. James ii. 24.

3. Q. Is faith , then , dead, without good works ?

A. Yes : for as the body without the spirit is dead, so faith

without works, is dead also. James ii. 26 .

4. Q. And, are good works dead, without faith ?

A. Yes : for, without faith, it is impossible to please Gud .

5. Q. Must they both act together, then ?

A. Yes : for that which avails is faith , which works by love.

6. Q. Do we , then, make void the law , through faith ?

A. No : God forbid, yea , we establish the law . Rom. iii. 31 .

7. Q. Is our faith our own ?

A. No : it is not of ourselves, it is the gift of God. Ephes.

ii. 8.

8. Q. Are our good works our own ?

A. No : for thou also hast wrought all our works in us . Isa.

xxvi. 12.

9. Q. Is any room left for boasting then ?
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A. No : it is excluded, by the law of faith . Rom. Üï. 27.

10. Q. Must God, therefore, have all the glory ?

A. Yes : for, by the grace of God, I am what I am. 1 Cor.

xv. 10 .

XXXIV. Q. What is adoption ?

A. Adoption is an act of God's free grace,

whereby we are received into the number, and

have a right to all the privileges of the sons of

God.

1. Q. Are all believers God's children ?

A. Yes : ye are all the children of God, by faith in Christ

2. Q. Are they so, by nature ?

A. Yes : we receive the adoption of sons. Gal. iv. 5 .

4. Q. Do they deserve to be made God's children ?

A. No : how shall I put thee among the children , and give

thee a pleasant land ? Jer. iii. 19.

5. Q. Are they altogether unworthy of such a favour ?

A. Yes : I am no more worthy to be called thy son . Luke

xv. 19,

6. Q. Is it bestowed upon them , notwithstanding their un

worthiness ?

A. Yes : I will be a Father to you, and ye shall be my sons

and daughters, saith the Lord Almighty. 2 Cor. vi. 18.

1. Q. Is adoption an act ofGod's free grace ?

A. Yes : behold what manner of love the Father hath be

stowed upon us, that we should be called the sons of God ! i

John iii.

3. Q. Are we received into that number, upon our believing ?

A. Yes : ofwhom the whole family of heaven and earth is

1. Q. Does God give the nature of his children to all whom

he receives into the number ?

A. Yes : because ye are sons, God hath sent forth the Spirit

of his Son into your hearts. Gal. iv . 6 .

2. Q. Do they partake of a divine nature ?

A. Yes : they are made partakers of a divine nature . 2 Pet .

i . 4.

3. Q. Are all God's children born again, then ?

A. Yes: they are born , not of the will of man, but of God.

4. Q. Is our adoption , then, to be known by our disposition ?

A. Yes : for, in this , the children of God are manifest, and

the children of the devil : whosoever doth not righteousness, is

not of God. 1 John iii. 10.

A. Yes : they are brought into the glorious liberty of the

children of God .

3. Q. Does he spare them ?

A. Yes : as a man spares his own son that serves him. Mal.

4. Q. Does he take care of them ?

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A. Yes : for they that seek the Lord shall want no good

6. Q. Does he correct them in love ?

A. Yes : for what son is he whom the Father chasteneth

not ?

A. Yes : your Father in Heaven will give good things to

them that ask him.

8. Q. Will he give them the inheritance of sons ?

A. Yes : it is your Father's good pleasure to give you the

kingdom .

A. Yes : He will gather together the children of God that are

scattered abroad.

10. Q. Will Christ present them all to the Father ?

A. Sanctification is the work of God's free

grace , whereby we are renewed in the whole

man after the image of God, and are enabled,

more and more, to die unto sin , and live unto

righteousness.

4. Q. And was this the intention of their election ?

cation . 2 Thess. ii. 13.

1. Q. Is sanctification the work of God ?

A. Yes : we are sanctified by God the Father. Jude v. 1 .

2. Q. Is it the work of the Spirit of God ?

A. Yes : it is sanctification of the Spirit. 1 Pet. i. 2.

3. Q. Is it a work of free grace ?

A. Yes : according to his mercy,he saved us, by the washing

of regeneration . Tit. iii. 5.

4. Q. Is it a work wrought in us ?

A. Yes: for we are'his workmanship; created unto good

1. Q. Is sanctification something more than being civilized ?

A. Yes : for he is not a Jew, that is one outwardly. Rom.

2. Q. Is it more than being baptized ?

A. Yes : it is not the putting away the filth of the flesh, but

2. Q. Is it aninward change of the heart ?

A. Yes: we must be renewed in the spirit of our mind.

Ephes. iv. 23.

4. Q. Is it the renovation of the whole man ?

A. Yes : if any man be Christ, he is a new creature. 2

Cor. v. 17.

5. Q. Will it suffice to have a new name ?

A. No : for thou hast a name that thou livest, and art dead.

Rev. iii. 1 .

6. Q. Will it suffice to have a new face ?

A. No : for there are those that have the form of godliness,

but deny the power of it. 2 Tim . iii. 5.

7. Q. Must there be a new heart ?

A. Yes : a new heart will I give you, and a new spirit will

I put within you. Ezek . xxxvi. 26.

8. Q. And a new nature ?

A. Yes : put on the new man. Ephes. iv. 24.

9. Q. And a new birth ?

A. Yes : except a man be born again , he cannot see the

kingdom of God. John iii. 3.

1. Q. Must we be cleansed from sin ?

A. Yes : from all your filthiness, and from all your idols,will

I cleanse you. Ezek . xxxvi. 25.

2. Q. Must we be consecra :ed to God ?

A. Yes : for we are the temple of God . 1 Cor. iii. 16.

3. Q. Must the law be written in the heart ?

A. Yes : I will putmylaw in their heart. Heb , viii. 10.

4. Q. Must the understanding be enlightened ?

A. Yes : anoint thine eyes with eye-salve, that thou mayest

see . Rev. iii. 18 .

5 Q. Must the heart be softened !

A. Yes : I will take away the stony heart, and give a heart

of flesh . Ezek. xi. 19.

6. Q. Must the will be bowed ?

A. Yes : Lord, what wilt thou have me to do. Acts ix . 6.

7. Q. Must the affections be made spiritual ?

A. Yes : set your affections on things above. Col. iii . 2.

8. Q. Must the body also be an instrument of holiness ?

A. Yes : present your bodies a living sacrifice. Rom. xii. 1 .

A. No : it is first the blade, then the ear, after that the full

A. Yes : reckon ye yourselves dead unto sin . Rom . vi. 11 .

2. Q. Do they live unto righteousness ?

A. Yes : being dead to sin, we live unto righteousness. 1

3. Q. Are they called to do so ?

A. Yes : forit is through the Spirit that we mortify the

deeds of the body. Rom . viii. 13.
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4. Q. And is the course of their conversation accordingly ?

A. Yes : they walk not after the flesh , but after the Spirit.

5. Q. Is it our duty to submit to the Spirit, as a sanctifier ?

A. Yes : walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulbl the works

of the flesh . Gal. v . 16 .

6. Q. And is thegrace of God promised us for this purpose?

A. Yes : sin shall nothave dominion over you. Rom. vi. 14.

XXXVI. Q. What are the benefits which, in

this life, do accompany or flow from justification,

adoption, and sanctification ?

A. The benefits which , in this life do accom

pany or flow from justification, adoption , and

sanctification , are assurance of God's love , peace

of conscience, joy in the Holy Ghost , increase of

grace , and perseverance therein to the end.

A. Yes : for being justified by faith ,we have peace with God .

A. Yes : for to the pure, all things are pure. Tit. i. 15.

A. Yes : ye know that ye have eternal life. 1 John v. 13.

2. Q. Is the Spirit the author of that assurance ?

A. Yes: the Spirit itself bears witness with our spirits, that

3. Q. Is it wrought by evidences ?

A. Yes : herebywe know that we know him, if we keep

4. Q. Do all believers attain this assurance ?

A. No : some walk in darkness, and have no light. Isa. I. 10.

A. Yes : shew the same diligence unto the full assurance of

3. Q. Has Christ left it, as a legacy to his disciples ?

6. Q. May the appearances of grace be lost ?

He shall grow
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A. Yes : from him shall be taken away, even that which he

seemed to have . Luke viii. 18 .

7. Q. But, can true grace be finally lost ?

A. No : it is that good part which shall never be taken away .

8. Q. Will God recal his gifts ?

A. No : the gifts and callings of God, are without repentance .

9. Q. Will he secure them ?

A. Yes : we are kept by the power of God, through faith ,

unto salvation.

10. Q. Is the perseverance of the saints secured by the di

vine power ?

12. Q. And by the divine grace ?

A. Yes : I will put my fear in their hearts, that they shall

13. Q. And by the intercession of Christ ?

A. Yes : I have prayed for thee , that thy faith fail not. Luke

14. Q. And by the indwelling of the Spirit ?

A. Yes : the anointing which you have received, abideth in

15. Q. And by the stability of the promise ?

A. Yes : My covenant will I not break . Ps. lxxxix . 34.

16. Q. May they be secure , then ?

A. No : be not high -minded, but fear. Rom. xi . 20.

17. Q. But may they be encouraged ?

A. Yes : He will preserve me, to his Heavenly kingdom . 2

XXXVII. Q. What benefits do believers re

ceive from Christ, at death ?

A. The souls of believers are, at their death ,

made perfect in holiness, and do immediately

pass iuto glory ; and their bodies , being stiil

united to Christ , do rest in their graves, till the

resurrection .

2. Q. Do they go to Christ ?

A. Yes: having a desire to depart, and to be with Christ.

3. Q. And will he receive them ?

A. Yes : Lord Jesus, receive my spirit. Acts vii. 59 .

A. Yes : we have a house, not made with hands, eternal in

A. Yes: mark the perfect man and behold the upright, for

the end of that man is peace. Ps. xxxvii. 37.

1. Q. Is death gain to the wicked man ?

A. No : for, when a wicked man dies, his expectation shall

perish. Prov. xi . 7 .

2. Q. Is it, therefore, a terror to the wicked ?

A. Yes : this night, thy soul shall be required of thee . Luke

xü. 20.

3. Q. Do the souls of the wicked, at death, go into torment ?

A. Yes : the rich man die and was and in hell he

lifted up his eyes, being in torment. Luke xvi. 22 , 23 .

4. Q. Do they go away, under the guilt of their sins ?

A. Yes : if ye believe not that I am he, ye shall die in your

sins. John viii. 24.

5. Q. Is it a fearful thing to fall into the hands of the living

God ?

A. Yes: for our God is a consuming fire. Heb. xii. 29 .

6. Q. Are the souls of believers distinguished from them ?

A. Yes : but God will redeem my soul from the power of

the grave . Ps. xlix. 15.

§ VI .

1. Q. Are the bodies of believers well provided for at death ?

A. Yes : for the Lord is for the body. 1 Cor. vi. 13.

2. Q. May they be cheerfully committed to the grave ?

A. Yes: my flesh also shall rest in hope. Ps. xvi. 9 .

S. Q. Do they still remain united to Christ ?

A. Yes : for they sleep in Jesus . 1 Thess. iv. 14 .

4. Q. Do they rest in their graves ?

A. Yes : for there the weary be at rest. Job iii. 17.

5. Q. Is the grave a good christian's bed ?

A. Yes : he shall enter into peace : they shall rest in their

beds . Isa. lvii . 2 .

6. Q. May the saints triumph over the grave , then ?

A. Yes : 0 , grave, where is thy victory ? 1 Cor. xv . 55 .

7. Q. And need they to fear any evil in it ?

A. No: for the sucking child shall play upon the hole of the

asp . Isa. xi. 8.

8. Q. Are all who are regenerate delivered from the second

death ?

A. Yes : blessed and holy is he that hath part in the first

resurrection . On such, the second death shall have no power.

Rev. xx. 6 .

1. Q. Shall the dead be raised again ?
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A. Yes : there shall be a resurrection of the dead, both of

the just and of the unjust. Acts xxiv . 15 .

2. Q. Shall the same body be raised again ?

A. Yes : though after my skin worms destroy this body, yet

in my flesh shall I see God. Job xix. 26 .

3. Q. Shall it be done by the power of Christ ?

A. Yes : for as, in Adam, all die, so in Christ shall all be

made alive. 1 Cor. xv. 22.

4. Q. Shall there be a vast difference between the godly and

the wicked, at the resurrection ?

A , Yes : for some shallawake to everlasting life, and some

to shame and everlasting contempt. Dan .xii. 2.

5. Q. Has Christ himself assured us of this ?

A. Yes: the hour is coming when all that are in the graves

shall hear his voice , and shall come forth , they that have done

good unto the resurrection of life, and they that have done evil,

to the resurrection of condemnation . John v. 28, 29 .

6. Q. Is it certain , when this shall be ?

A. Yes : for he hath appointed a day. Acts xvii. 31 .

7. Q. But, is it known to us ?

A. A. No : for of thatday and hour knoweth no man . Mark

xiii. 32.

XXXVIII. Q. What benefits do believers re

ceive from Christ , at the resurrection ?

A. At the resurrection , believers being raised

up in glory, shall be openly acknowledged and

acquitted in the day of judgment, and made

perfectly blessed in the full enjoying of God, to

all eternity.

1 , Q. Shall the dead bodies of believers,be raised ?

A. Yes : for the dead shall be raised. 1 Cor. xv. 52 .

2. Q. Is it possible, that the same body, should return to life

again ?

A. Yes : why should it seem a thing incredible with you that

God should raise the dead ? Acts xxvi. 8.

3. Q. Is it certain that they shall be raised ?

A. Yes : for, if there be no resurrection of the dead, then is

Christ not risen . 1 Cor. xv, 13.

4. Q. Has Christ undertaken for the resurrection of belier

A. Yes : I am the resurrection and the life. John xi
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5. Q. Are they in error who deny it ?

A. Yes : ye do err, not knowing the scriptures, nor the

power of God. Matt. xxii. 29 .

$ 11 .

1. Q. Shall the believer's body be raised up in glory ?

A. Yes : it is sown in dishonour, it is raised in glory. 1 Cor.

XV. 43.

2. Q. Shall it be the glory of Christ's glorified body ?

A. Yes : He shall change our vile bodies, that they may be

fashioned like unto his glorious body . Philipp. iii. 21 .

3. Q. Shall they be raised, by virtue of their union with

Christ ?

A. Yes : together with my dead body shall they arise. Isa.

xxvi. 19.

4. Q. Shall they be raised to such a life as we now live ?

A. No : for, in the resurrurrection , they neither marry nor are

given in marriage. Matt. xxii. 30.

5. Q. Shall they be raised to an immortal life ?

A. Yes : for this mortal shall put on immortality. 1 Cor.

xv. 53 .

6. Q. Shall they that are found alive be changed ?

A. Yes : behold I shew you a mystery. We shall not all

sleep, but we shall all be changed. I Cor. xv. 51 .

1. Q. Shall all the saints, at that day, be brought to Jesus

Christ ?

A. Yes : at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, there shall

be a gathering together unto him . 2 Thess. ii . 1 .

2. Q. Shall they be separated from the wicked ?

A. Yes : as the shepherd divideth the sheep from the goats.

Matt . xxv. 32.

3. Q. Shall all the saints be there together ?

A. Yes : for he shall gather his elect from the four winds.

Matt. xxiv. 31 .

4. Q. And none but saints ?

A. Yes : for he shall gather out of his kingdom, all things

that offend . Matt. xiii. 41 .

5. Q. And saints made perfect ?

A. Yes : for, then , that which is perfect is come. 1 Cor.

6. Q. Shall they attend upon Christ, at his coming ?

A. Yes : behold the Lord cometh , with ten thousands of his

saints, Jude 14.
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7. Q. Shall they be assessors with him, in his judgment ?

A. Yes : for the saints shall judge the world . i Cor. vi. 2.

A. Yes : He shall say to them on his left hand, depart from

2. Q. Shall they sent away, with a blessing ?

A. No : into fire . Matt. xxv. 41 .

4. Q. Into ordinary fire ?

A. No : into fire prepared. Matt. xxv. 41 .

A. No : but into everlasting fire. Matt. xxv. 41 .

6. Q. Shall they have good company ?

A. No : but the devil and his angels, Matt. xxv. 41 .

7. Q. Will the salvation of the saints aggravate their con

demnation ?

A. Yes : for they shall see Abraham , and Isaac, and Jacob,

in the kingdom of Heaven. Luke xiii. 28.

1. Q. Shall the saints, at the day of judgment, be put in pos

session of eternal life ?

A. Yes : the righteous into life eternal. Matt. xxv. 46,

2. Q. Shall they be blest ?

A. Yes: for in thy presence is fulness of joy . Ps. xvi. 11 .

A. Yes : it is a crown of glory that fadeth not away . 1 Pet.

V. 4.

4. Q. Is it wealth ?

A. Yes : it is an inheritance incorruptible. 1 Pet. i. 4 .

5 Q. Is it joy ?

A. Yes : enter thou into the joy of thy Lord . Matt. xxv. 21 .

1. Q. Shall we, in Heaven, see God ?

A. Yes : when he shall appear, we shall be like him , for we

2. Q. Shall we see him clearly ?

3. Q. Shall we enjoy him ?

A. Yes : God himself shall be with them , and be their God .

4. Q. Shall we be satisfied in the vision and fruition ofGod ?

A. Yes : I shall be satisfied, when I awake with thy likeness.

Ps. xvii . 15.

5. Q. Shall this be everlasting ?

A. Yes : so shall we ever be with the Lord . 1 Thess. iv , 17.

1. Q. Is this happiness purchased ?

A. Yes : it is the purchased possession. Ephes. i. 14.

2. Q. Is it promised ?

A. Yes : it is eternal life, which God, that cannot lie,

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A. Yes : even the poor in the world, if rich in faith , are heirs

of the kingdom . James ii. 5.

4. Q. Should we not be solicitous that it may be sure with us ?

A. Yes : What shall I do, that I may inherit eternal life ?

5. Q. Should we not, then, have it much in our eye ?

A. Yes : for we look not at the things that are secn, but the

things that are not seen . 2 Cor. iv . 18 .

6. Q. And should we not be comforted, and encouraged with

the prospect of it ?

A. Yes : for the sufferings of this presenttimeare not worthy

to be compared with the glory which shall be revealed . Rom .

viii. 18 .

XXXIX. Q. What is the duty which God .

requireth ofman ?

it. The duty which God requireth of man , is

obedience to his revealed will .

1. Q. Does God require duty of men ?

A. Yes : now , O Israel, what doth the Lord thy God require

of thee ? Deut. x . 12 .

2. Q. Of every man ?

A. Yes : he that hath ears to hear, let him hear. Matt. xiii. 9 .

3. Q. Hashe authority to require duty ?

A. Yes : if I be a master, where is my fear ? Mal. i. 6 .

4. Q. Is it fit he should rule us ?

A. Yes : for we are his people, and the sheep of his pasture .

Ps. c . 3 .

5. Q. Is it fit we should obey him ?

A. Yes : for the borrower is servant to the lender and the

fool is servant to the wise in heart. Prov. xxii . 7 '; xi. 29 .

6. Q. Oughtwe, therefore, to inquire what our duty is ?

A. Yes : teach me, O Lord, the way of thy statutes. Ps.

cxix . 33.

1. Q. Has God made known his will , concerning our duty ?

A. Yes : he sheweth his word unto Jacob, his statutes and

his judgments unto Israel. Ps. cxlvii. 19 .

2. Q. Are we to obey it ?

A. Yes : thou shalt obey the voice of the Lord thy God, and

do his commandments. Deut. xxvii. 10.
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3. Q. Is that obedience the condition of ouracceptance ?

A. Yes : obey my voice , and I will be your God. Jer, vii. 23.

4. Q. Is obedience to God reasonable ?

A. Yes : it is our reasonable service . Rom. xii. 1 .

5. Q. Is it easy ?

A. Yes : for his commandments are not grievous. 1 John v.3.

6. Q. And will it be acceptable ?

A. Yes : for to obey is better than sacrifice . 1 Sam . xv . 22.

1. Q. Must our obedience to God be sincere ?

A. Yes : fear the Lord, and serve him , in sincerity, and in

truth . Josh , xxiv . 14.

2. Q. Must it be universal ?

A. Yes : then shall I not be ashamed, when I have respect

3. Q. Must it be with delight ?

A. Yes : I delight in the law of God, after the inward man .

4. Q. Must it be constant ?

A. Yes : be thou in the fear of the Lord all the day long.

5. Q. Must God's commands take place of men's ?

A. Yes : we ought to obey God rather than man . Acts v. 29,

and iv. 19.

A. Yes : understand what the will of the Lord is. Ephes. v. 17.

2. Q. Are we to study his secret will ?

A. No : for secret things belong not to us. Deut. xxix . 29 .

A. Yes : for things revealed belong to us, and to our children ,

that we may do all the words of this law. Deut. xxix . 29 .

4. Q. Is obedience to God's revealed will , the whole duty of

man ?

A. Yes : let us hear the conclusion of the whole matter :

Fear God and keep his commandments, for this is the whole

duty of man . Eccl . xii. 13 .

XL. Q. What did God at first, reveal to man,

for the rule of his obedience ?

A. The rule which God at first revealed to

man , for his obedience, was, the moral law.

1. Q. Was the moral law revealed to man in innocency ?

A. Yes : for God created man in his own image. Gen.i, 27.

2. Q. Is it written in the heart of man ?

A. Yes : they shew the work of the law written in their

heart. Rom . ii. 15.

3. Q. Is there, then, a law of nature ?

A. Yes : doth not even nature itself teach you ? 1 Cor. xi. 14.

4. Q. Is that a law of God ?

A. Yes : for he openeth the ears of men, and sealeth their

instruction . Job . xxxiii. 16.

5. Q. Does natural conscience enforce that law ?

A. Yes : for the Gentiles, which have not the law , do, by

nature, the things contained in the law . Rom. ii. 14 .

6. Q. Did the Gentiles sin , by the breach of that law ?

A. Yes : what they know naturally, in these things they cor

rupt themselves. Jude 10.

7. Q. And will they be punised for the breach of it ?

A. Yes: they that have sinned without law , shall perish with

out law . Rom . ii. 12 .

§ II .

1. Q. Has God given us the moral law , more fully ?

A. Yes : I have written unto him the great things of my law .

Hos. viii. 12 .

2. Q. Are we under that law , as a covenant ?

A. No : for a man is not justified by the works of the law .

Gal. ii . 16 .

3. Q. Are we under it as a rule ?

A. Yes : we are under the law to Christ. 1 Cor. ix . 21 .

1. Q. Is the law of God very extensive ?

A. Yes : thy commandmentis exceeding broad. Ps.cxix . 96 .

2. Q. And very excellent ?

A. Yes : the law is holy and the commandment is holy, and

just, and good. Rom. vii. 12 .

3. Q. Is it admirable ?

A. Yes : thy testimonies are wonderful. Ps. cxix . 129 .

4. Q. Is any thing unjust in it ?

A. No : I esteem al thy precepts concerning all things to be

right. Ps. cxix . 128 .

5. Q. Is it beyond any other law ?

1. Yes : what nation is there so great, that hath statutes and

jugments so righteous. Deut. iv. 8.
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$ iv .

1. Q. Does the law of God bind the inward man ?

A. Yes : for the law is spiritual. Rom . vii. 14.

2. Q. Does it forbid heart-sins ?

A. Yes: wash thy heart from wickedness. Jer. iv , 14.

3. Q. Does it require heart -service ?

A. Yes : my son, give me thy heart. Prov. xxüi. 26 .

4. Q. Does the law shew us our way ?

A. Yes : it is a light to our feet. Ps.cxix. 105.

5. Q. Does it discover sin to us ?

A. Yes : by the law is the knowledge of sin. Rom. üi . 20 .

6. Q. Does it warn us concerning sin and duty ?

A. Yes : by them is thy servant warned . Ps. xix. 11 .

7. Q. Does it shew us the need of Christ ?

A. Yes : the law was our school-master, to bring us to Christ.

Gal . iii . 24.

8. Q. And does Christ do that for us which the law could not ?

A. Yes : Christ is the end of the law for righteousness. Rom.

X. 4.

Sv.

1. Q. Ought we to love the law of God ?

A. Yes : I love thy commandments above gold. Ps.cxix . 127.

2. Q. And to consult it, upon all occasions ?

A. Yes : thy testimonies are my delight and my counsellors. '

Ps, cxix . 24.

3. Q. And to confirm it ?

A. Yes : we must walk in the law of the Lord. Ps.cxix . I

XLI. Q. Wherein is the moral law summarily

comprehended ?

A. The moral law is summarily comprehended

in the ten commandments.

§ 1 .

1. Q. Was the law in force before the ten commandments

were given ?

A. Yes : for Abraham commanded his children to keep the

way of the Lord. Gen. xviii. 19 .

2. Q. Was it at last summed up in these commandments ?

A. Yes : for the law was given by Moses. John i. 17.

3. Q. Was the law of the ten commandments given first to

Israel ?
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A. Yes : he made known his ways unto Moses, his acts to

the children of Israel. Ps. ciïi. 7.

4. Q. But are they binding to us now ?

A. Yes : for Christ came not to destroy the law , but to fulfil.

Matt. v. 17.

§ II.

1. Q. Did God himself give these commandments ?

A. Yes : from his right hand went a fiery law for them . Deut.

xxxiii. 2.

2. Q. Did God himselfspeak to them ?

A. Yes : thou camest down upon Mount Sinai, and speakest

with them from Heaven . Neh. ix. 13 .

3. Q. Did he use the ministry of angels therein ?

A. Yes : they received the law by the disposition of angels.

Acts vii . 53 .

4. Q. Did God himself write them ?

A. Yes : He gave unto Moses two tables of testimony, tables

of stone, written with the finger of God. Exod . xxxi. 18 .

§ II.

1. Q. Was the law given with much terror ?

A. Yes : for it was given upon a mount that burned with

fire , and with blackness and darkness and tempest Heb. xii. 18 .

2. Q. Was the sight terrible to Moses himself ?

A. Yes : for he said, I exceedingly fear and quake. Heb.

xii. 21 .

3. Q. Did it strike an awe upon the people ?

A. Yes : for they said , all that the Lord hath said will we do,

and be obedient. Exod. xxiv, 7,

4. Q. And should not we be awed by the consideration of it ?

A. Yes : knowing the terror of the Lord, we persuade men .

2 Cor. v. 11 .

5. Q. Did the ten commandments include the whole moral

law ?

A. Yes : if thou wilt enter into life, keep these command

ments. Matt. xix . 17.

XLII. Q. What is the sum of the ten com

mandments ?

A. The sum of the ten commandments is, to

love the Lord our God with all our heart, and

all our soul, with all our strength, and with all

our mind ; and our neighbour as ourselves.

1. Q. Is all the law summed up in a word ?

A. Yes : all the law is fulfilled in one word . Gal. v , 14.

2. Q. Is that a short and sweet word ?

A. Yes; for it is love ; love is the fulfilling of all the law .

Rom. xiii, 10 ,

§ II.

1. Q. Is it our duty to love God ?

A. Yes: take good heed to yourselves, that ye love the Lord

your God. Josh . xxii. 11 .

2. Q. Must we love him, with a sincere love ?

A. Yes : grace be with them that love him in sincerity.

Ephes. vi. 24.

3. Q. And with a strong love ?

A. Yes : my soul thirsteth for God, for the living God . Ps.

xlii. 2 .

4. Q. And with a superlative love ?

at . Yes : there is none upon earth that I desire besides thee .

Ps. Ixxiii. 25.

5. Q. And is all this included in the first and great command

ment ?

A. Yes : thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart,

and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. This is the first

and great commandment. Matt. xxii. 37, 38.

6. Q. And is this the sum of our duty to God ?

A. Yes: for if any man love God, the same is known of him .

1 Cor. viii. 3 .

7. Q. Must those who love God be careful to please him ?

A. Yes : for this is the love of God , that we keep his com

mandments. 1 John v. 3.

8. Q. And must they be afraid to offend him ?

A. Yes : ye that love the Lord, hate evil. Ps. xcvii. 10.

1. Q. Is there good reason why we should thus love God ?

A. Yes : therefore, thou shalt love the Lord thy God. Deut.

xi . 1 .

2. Q. For is he most lovely in himself !

A. Yes : God is love, 1 John iv . 8.

3. Q. And most loving to us ?

A. Yes : we love him , because he first loved us. I John iv. 19 .

4. Q. Will he return our love ?

A. Yes : I love those that love me. Prov. viü . 17.

5. R. Will he reward it in this world ?

6. Q. Is it a new commandment ?

A. Yes : a new commandment I give unto you , that ye love

ne another. John xiii. 4.

1. Q. Must we have a respect for all men ?

A. Yes : honour all men . 1 Pet. ii. 17.

2. Q. Especially for all good men ?

A. Yes : we must honour :hem that fear the Lord. Ps. xv . 4.

3. Q. Must we esteem one another

A. Yes : let each esteem other better than themselves . Phil.

ipp. ii. 3 .

4. Q. Mustwe sympathize with one another ?

A. Yes : rejoice with them that do rejoice, and weep with

3. Q. Must you bear no malice or hatred in your heart ?

1. Q. Are we to love our neighbors as ourselves ?

A. Yes : for we are members one of another. Ephes. iv . 25 .

2. Q. As truly as we love ourselves ?

A. Yes : not seeking my own profit, but the profit of many .

1. Q. Was the condition of Israel in Egypt very miserable ?

A. Yes : for the Egyptians made them to serve, with rigour.

Exod. i . 13.

2. Q. Did God bring them out of Egypt ?

A. Yes : he brought Israel from among them ; for his mercy

endureth forever . Ps. cxxxvi. 11 .

3. Q. Did he do it miraculously ?

A. Yes : With a strong band, and a stretched out arm, for

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our God , and Redeemer, therefore, we are bound

to keep all his commandments.

4. Q. Is that a reason why we should keep his command .

ments ?

A. Yes: for all people will walk every one in the name of

1. Q. Is he our Redeemer ?

A. Yes : thou, O Lord, art our father, our redeemer. Isa.

A. The first commandment requireth us to

know and acknowledge God to be the only true

A. Yes : I knew thee to be a hard man . Matt. xxv. 24 .

6. Q. Or his faithfulness ?

A. Yes : where is the promise of his coming ? 2 Pet. iii. 4 .

7. Q. Is it a sin to question God's providence ?

A. Yes : is the Lord among us ? or is he not ? Exod . xvii. 7 .

8. Q. Or to question his power ?

A. Yes : can God furnish a table in the wilderness ? Ps.

Ixxviii . 19 .

9. Q. And is there such a thing as practical Atheism ?

A. Yes : they profess that they know God, but in works they

deny him . Tit. i. 16.

§ 11 .

1. Q. Is it a great sin to be ignorant of God ?

A. Yes : some have not the knowledge of God ; I speak it

to your shame. 1 Cor. xv. 35.

2. Q. Is it a damning sin ?

A. Yes : He shall take vengeance on them that know not

God . 2 Thess. i. 8 .

3. Q. Is it the cause of all other sins ?

A. Yes : there is neither truth nor mercy nor knowledge of

God in the land, Hos. iv. I.

4. Q. Is it a great sin to forget God ?

A. Qes : thou hast forgotten the God that formed thee. Deut.

xxxii. 18 .

5. Q. And to cast off the fear of him ?

A. Yes : there is no fear ofGod before his eyes. Ps. xxxvi . 1 .

6. Q. And to live without prayer ?

7
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A. Yes : thou hast not called upon me, O Jacob. Is. xliii. 22.

7. Q. And not to glorify him ?

A. Yes : the God in whose hand thy breath is, hast thou not

glorified. Dan. v. 23.

1. Q. Is all distrust of God a sin ?

A. Yes : the evil heart of unbelief departs from the living

God . Heb . iii . 12.

2. Q. And tempting God ?

A. Yes : thou shalt nottempt the Lord thy God. Matt. iv. 7.

A. Yes : but their heart is far from me. Matt. xv . 8 .

4. Q. Does this commandment forbid all ungodliness ?

A. Yes : for the wrath of God is revealed against all ungod

5. Q. And all idolatry ?

A. Yes : little children , keep yourselves from idols. 1 John

v. 21 .

1. Q. Had the Gentiles other gods besides the true God ?

A. Yes : they had gods many, and lords many. I Cor. viii. 5 .

2. Q. And were those gods devils ?

A. Yes : they sacrificed to deyils, and not to God. 1 Cor.

3. Q. May we have communion with them ?

A. No: I would not that ye should have fellowship with

devils. 1 Cor. x. 20.

4. Q. Have those fellowship with them who consult with

witches ?

A. Yes : is it because there is not a God in Israel , that thou

goest to inquire of Baal-zebub, the god of Ekron ? 2 Kings i. 3.

5. Q. Did the gentiles multiply their Gods ?

A. Yes : according to the number of thy cities are thy gods.

Jer. ii. 28 .

6. Q. Were they gods of their own making ?

A. Yes : and they that made them are like unto them . Ps.

cxv, 8 .

7. Q, Was not that a great affront to the living God ?

A. Yes : they changed tbe truth of God into a lie. Rom. i. 25.

§ v.

1. Q. Is there not such a thing as spiritual idolatry?

A. Yes : these men have set up their idols in their hearts.

Ezek . xiv . 4.
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2. Q. Is it idolatry to make a god of our appetites ?

A. Yes : whose god is their belly. Philipp. iii. 19 .

3. Q. Or a god of our money ?

A. Yes : for covetousness is idolatry. Col. iii. 5 .

4. Q. May we give that respect to any creature, wlich is

due to God alone ?

A. No : for his glory ,he will not give to another Is . xlii. 8 .

5, Q. Is it, therefore, a to love them more than God ?

A. Yes : he that loveth father or mother more than me, is

not worthy of me . Matt. x. 37.

6. Q. And to trust in them ?

A. Yes : cursed is the man that trusteth in man . Jer. xvii. 5 .

7. Q. Is this spiritual adultery ?

A. Yes : she went after her lovers, and forgot me, saith the

Lord . Hos. ii. 13,

XLVIII. Q. What are we specially taught

by these words (BEFORE ME) in the first com

mandment ?

A. These words [BEFORE ME ] in the first

commandinent teach us, that God , who seeth

all things, taketh notice of, and is much dis

pleased with, the sin of having any other God.

A. Yes : thou knowest my down-sitting, and my up-rising.

2. Q. Are all our actions in his sight?

A. Yes : all my ways are before thee. Ps. cxix . 168 .

A. Yes : He pondereth all our goings. Prov. v. 21 .

1. Q. Are all our good works before him ?

A. Yes : I know thy work, and thy labour, and thy patience.

Rev. ii. 2 .

2. Q. Does he know all our inward worship of him ?

A. Yes : the Lord hearkened , and heard those that thought

on his name. Mal. iii. 16 .

3. Q. And should that encourage us to have him for our

God ?

A. Yes: for your Father sees in secret, and will reward

openly . Matt. vi. 4.
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$ 111.

1. Q. Are all our evil works before him ?

A. Yes : He sets our iniquities before him. Ps . xc. 8.

2. Q. Is the having of other Gods oftentimes a secret sin ?

A. Yes : they do it in the dark, and say, the Lord sees us

not. Ezek. viii. 12 .

3. Q. But does God see ?

A. Yes : He that formed the eye, shall he not see it ? Ps.

xciv. 9.

4. Q. Does he take notice of all our neglects of him ?

A. Yes : if we have forgotten the name of our God , he

knows it.

5. Q. And does he take notice of all our inclinations to other

gods ?

A. Yes : if we have stretched out our hands to a strange god,

shall not God search this out ? Ps. xliv: 20 , 21 .

6. Q. And is he much displeased with secret idolatry ?

A. Yes : seest thou the great abominations that they com

mit ? Ezek. viii . 6 .

7. Q. And should this oblige us to be faithful to him ?

A. Yes : for the Lord searcheth all hearts . 1 Chron . xxviii . 9 .

XI.IX. Q. Which is the second command

ment ?

A. The second commandment is , Thou shalt

not make unto thee any graven image, or any

likeness ofany thing that is in Heaven above,

or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the

water under the earth. Thou shalt not bow

down thyself to them, nor serve them : for 1

the Lord thy God am a jealous God, visiting

the iniquity of the futhers upon the children

unto the third and fourth generation of them

that hate me ; and shewing mercy unto thou

sands of them that love me, and keep my com

mundments.

silver, and brass, and stone . Rev. ix . 20 .

Does this commandment forbid the making of images

for a religious use ?

A. Yes : cursed be the man that maketh any, graven image.

Deut. xxvii. 15.

2. Q. Does it forbid the making an image of what is in Hea

ven above ?

A. Yes : lest thou lift up thine eyes unto Heaven, and when

thou seest the sun, and the moon, and the stars , shouldst be

driven to worship them . Deut. iv. 19 .

3. Q. Or on earth beneath ?

A. Yes : as they changed their glory into the similitude of

an ox. Ps. cvi . 20 .

4. Q. Or in the waters under the earth ?

A. Yes: as they made the likeness of creeping things. Rom .

i . 23 .

$ III .

1. Q. Does it forbid us to bow down to them ?

A. Yes : shall I bow down to the stock of a tree ? Isa. xliv .

19.

2. Q. Or to worship them ?

A. Yes : thou shalt worship no other God. Exod. xxxiv. 14 .

3. Q. Or to shew any respect to m ?

A. Yes : I will take away the names of Baalim out of their

mouth . Hos. ii . 17.

4 , Q. Was it requisite this commandment should be thus

enlarged ?

A. Yes : precept must be upon precept, and line upon line.

5. Q. And that it should be backed with many reasons ?

5. Q. Has God , in his word, appointed us, in what way to

worship him ?

A. Yes : for this was ordained in Joseph, for a testimony.

Ps. Ixxxi. 5 .

6. Q. And must we worship him in the appointed way ?

A. Yes : see thou make all things according to the pattern

showed thee. Heb. viii. 5 .

1. Q. Are we to receive such ordinances as God has ap

pointed ?

A. Yes : the Lord our God will we serve , and his voice will

we obey. Josh . xxiv. 24.

2. Q. Should we labour to understand them ?

A. Yes : what mean ye by this service ? Exod. xii. 26.

3. Q. And are we to observe them ?

A. Yes : observe all things whatsoever I have commanded

you. Matt. xxviii . 20 .

4. Q. And to observe them duly ?

A. Yes : as the duty of every day requires. Ezra iii. 4.

1. Q. Are we to keep God's ordinances ?

A. Yes : that good thing which was committed to thee,keep.

2 Tim , i. 14.

2. Q. Are we to keep them carefully ?

A. Yes : keep them as the apple of thine eye. Prov. vii. 2.

3. Q. Must we keep them pure, without corruption ?

A. Yes : add thou not to his words. Prov. XXX. 6 .
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4. Q. And entire, without diminution ?

A. Yes : we must walk in all the ordinances of the Lord.

Luke i . 6 .

5. Q. May we neither add nor diminish ?

A. No : thou shalt neither add thereto, nor diminish from it.

Deut. xii. 32.

1. Q. Must we worship God in the spirit ?

A. Yes : we are the circumcision that worship God in the

spirit. Philipp. iii. 3 .

2. Q. Must we be inward with God, in every service ?

A. Yes : for bodily exercise profiteth little. i Tim . iv. 8.

3. Q. Is ignorance the mother of devotion ?

A. No : for if ye offer the blind for sacrifice, is it not evil?

Mal. i, 8.

4. Q. Is it the mother of destruction ?

A. Yes: My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge.

Hos. iv , 6 .

1. Q. Ought we to have an eye to the word of God, in our

religious worship ?

A. Yes : for, whatsoever is not of faith, is sin. Rom. xiv. 23 .

2. Q. And to glorify God in it ?

A. Yes : I will be sanctified in them that come nigh unto

me. Lev. x . 3.

3. Q. And ought we to shun all idolatrous worships ?

A. Yes : for I would not that ye should have fellowship

with devils.

Q. What is forbidden in the second com

mandment ?

A. The second commandment forbiddeth the

worshipping of God by images, or any other

way not appointed in his word.

2. Q. Are not images laymen's books ?

A. No : for an image is a teacher of lies. Hab . ii. 18 .

3. Q. Is it possible to make an image of God ?

A. No : weought not to think that the God -head is like unto

gold, or silver, or stone, graven by art and man's device. Acts

xvii, 29 .
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4. Q. Do we know what to represent God by ?

A. No : to whom, then , will ye liken God ? Isa . xl. 18 .

5. Q. Do they that pretend to it put a great affront upon

him ?

A. Yes: see thou do it not, but worship God. Rev. xix. 10,

and xxii. 9 .

1. Q. Must we be careful to avoid all appearances of idolatry ?

H. Yes : take ye, therefore, good heed to yourselves , lest ye

corrupt yourselves. Deut. iv. 15 , 16 .

2. Q. Should we choose to die rather than worship images ?

A. Yes : but if not, be it known unto thee , O King, we will

not serve thy_gods, nor worship the golden image which thou

hast set up. Dan. iii. 18 .

1. Q. Is it a sin to worship God in any way not appointed

in his word ?

A. Yes : in vain do they worship me, teaching for doctrines,

the commandments of men. *Matt. xv. 9.

2. Q. May we ourselves invent ordinances of worship ?

A. No : they went a whoring with their own inventions. Ps.

cvi. 39.

3. Q. Is it not enough if what we invent is not forbidden ?

A. No : they offered a strange fire before the Lord, which

he commanded them not. Lev. x . 1 .

4. Q. Is it a sin to despise any of God's ordinances ?

A. Yes : ye said also, behold what a weariness is it ! Mal.

i . 13 .

5. Q. Or to be careless in our attendance upon them ?

A. Yes : cursed be the deceiver that hath in his flock a male,

and vows and sacrifices to the Lord a corrupt thing. Mal. i. 14 .

6. Q. Are they spiritual idolaters who make images of God

in their fancy ?

A. Yes : they are vain in their imaginations, and their fool

ish heart is darkened. Rom . i. 21 .
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LII . Q. What are the reasons annexed to the

second commandment ?

A. The reasons annexed to the second com

mandment are , God's sovereignty over us , his

propriety iu us, and the zeal he hath to his ow

worship.

1. Q. Is there good reason why we should take heed of

idolatry ?

A. Yes : turn ye not to idols, neither make to yourselves

molten gods, I am the Lord your God. Lev. xix . 4.

2. Q. Has God a sovereignty over us ?

A. Yes : for he is a great God, and a great King above all

gods. Ps. xcv . 3 .

3. Q. Ought we, therefore, to worship him , as he has ap

pointed us ?

A. Yes : 0 come, let us worship, and bow down, and kneel

before the Lord our Maker. Ps. xcv. 6.

4. Q. And not to worship idols ?

A. Yes : for they can do neither good nor evil. Isa. xli. 23.

§ II .

1. Q. Has God a propriety in us ?

A. Yes: for we are the people of his pasture. Ps . xcv. 7.

2. Q. Ought we, therefore, to worship him ?

A. Yes : He is thy Lord , and worship thou him . Ps. xlv. 11 .

3. Q. And not to worship other gods ?

A. Yes : for hath a nation changed their gods ? Jer. ii. 11 .

1. Q. Is God jealous in the matters of his worship ?

A. Yes : the Lord, whose name is Jealous, is a jealous God.

2. Q. Is he much displeased with those who corrupt it ?

their vanities. 1 Kings xvi. 13 .

3. Q. Do those who do so hate him ?

A. Yes : idolaters are haters of God. Rom. i. 25, 30.

4. Q. Will he visit their iniquity ?

A. Yes : in the day when I visit, I will visit their sin upon

them. Exod . xxxi. 34.

5. Q. Will he visit it upon the children ?

A, Yes : our Fathers sinned, and are not, and we have borne

their iniquities. Lam . v. 7.
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6. Q. And is it just with him to do so ?

A. Yes : for they are the children of whoredoms. Hos. ii. 2.

7. Q. But will he visit it for ever ?

A. No : but to the third and fourth generation. Exod.

xxxiv. 7 .

1. Q. Will those who love God keep his commandments ?

A. Yes: if ye keep my commandments, ye shall abide in my

love. Join xv . 10.

2. Q Will he shew mercy to such ?

A. Yes : for he hath said, I love them that love me. Prov.

viii. 17 .

3. Q. Will he shew mercy to thousands of such ?

A. Yes: for the mercy of the Lord is from everlasting to

everlasting. Ps. ciii. 17.

LIII . Q. Which is the third commandment?

st. The third commandment is, thou shalt

not take the name ofthe Lord thy God in vain :

for the Lord will not hold him guiltless that

taleth his name in vain .

1. Q. Does the third commandment concern the manner of

our worshipping God ?

A, Yes : that we serve the Lord with fear . Ps. ii. 11 .

2. Q. Is it enough, that we seek God in a due ordinance ?

A. No : but we must seek him after the due order. 1 Chron..

XV. 13.

ame ?

§ II .

1. Q. Is God's name all that whereby he makes himself

known ?

A. Yes : He proclaimed the name of the Lord. Exod. xxxiv 5.

2. Q. Ought we to make use of his

A. Yes : by thee only will we make mention of thy name.

Isa . xxvi , 13.

3. Q. And to take heed of abusing it ?

A. Yes : neither shalt thou profane the name of thy God .

I am the Lord. Lev. xviii. 21 .

LIV. Q. What is required in the third com

mandment ?

A. The third commandment requireth the
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holy and reverend use of God's names, titles ,

attributes, ordinances, word, and works.

1. Q. Does this commandment require us to glorify the

name of God ?

A. Yes : they shall worship before thee, O Lord , and shall

3. Q. Are we to speak of it with reverence ?

A. Yes : for God is in Heaven , and thou upon eritli, there

fore let thy words be few . Eccl. v. 2 .

4. Q. Are we to call upon his name with a holy awa ?

A. Yes : for we that are but dust and ashes speak to the Lord

of glory . Gen. xviii. 27.

5. Q. Are we to worship God reverently, in every religious

duty ?

A. Yes : we must serve him acceptably, with reverence and

godly fear. Heb. xii. 28 .

6. Q. And is there good reason for it ?

A. Yes : for our God is a consuming fire. Heb . xii . 29 .

7. Q. Ought we to behave ourselves very reverently in pub

lic worship ?

A. Yes: for God is greatly to be feared in the assembly of

his saints, and to be had in reverence of all them that are about

him . Ps. lxxxix . 7.

1. Q. Must we be holy, in worshipping God ?

A. Yes : worship the Lord in the beauty of holiness. Ps.

xcvi. 9 .

2. Q. Must we be holy , in prayer and praise ?

A. Yes : lifting up holy hands. 1 Tim . ii. 8 .

3. Q. Must our thoughts be fixed ?

A. Yes: O God, my heart is fixed . Ps. cviii. 1 .

4. Q. Must pious and devout affections be working in us ?

A. Yes : wemustbe fervent in spirit, serving the Lord. Rom.

xü. 11 .

5. Q. Must we be very humble in our approaches to God ?

A. Yes : as the publican that stood afar off, and would not

so much as lift up his eyes to Heaven , Luke xviii. 13 .

1. Q. Must we give glory to God, in his word ?

3. Q. Do hypocritical worshippers take God's name in vain ?

A. Yes : for with their mouth they shew much love, but

their heart goeth after their covetousness. Ezek. xxxii. 31 .

4. Q. And is their seeming religion a vain religion ?

A. Yes : that man's religion is vain . James. i. 26 .
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5. Q. Can it be pleasing to God ?

A. No : bring no more vain oblations. Isa. i. 13 .

6. Q. Can it be profitable to themselves ?

A, No : for they receive the grace of God in vain. 2 Cor.

vi. 1 .

7. Q. Do covenant breakers take God's name in vain ?

A , Yes : for they lie unto him with their tongues. Ps.

Ixxviii. 36 .

1. Q. Is it a sin against this commandment, to use the name

of God lightly and carelessly ?

A. Yes : for thou shalt fear this glorious and fearful name ,

the Lord thy God. Deut. xxviii . 58 .

A. No: thine enemies take thy name in vain . Ps. cxxix . 20.

3. Q. Is it the character of the wicked ?

A. Yes : thou art near in their mouth, and far from their

reins. Jer. xii. 2 .

1. Q. Is it a sin against this comandment, to swear rashly ?

A. Yes : above all things, my brethren, swear not. James

v. 12 .

2. Q. Is it a sin to swear by creatures ?

A. Yes : whether by Heaven, or by earth , or by the head .

Matt, v. 34-36.

3. Q. Must our communication be yea, yea, and nay , nay ?

A. Yes : for whatsoever is more than these cometh of evil.

Matt. v. 37.

4. Q. Is it a sin to swear falsely ?

A. Yes : thou shalt not forswear thyself. Matt. v. 33. ,

5. Q. Is profane swearing a great sin ?

A. Yes : for it blasphemes that worthy name by which we

are called . James ii . 7.

6. Q. Is it an inexcusable sin ?

A. Yes: for they transgress without cause. Ps. xxv. 3 .

7. Q. Does it bring judgments upon families ?

A. Yes : for the curse shall enter into the house of him that

swcars falsely, and shall consume it. Zech. v. 4,

8. Q. And upon nations ?

A. Yes : because of swearing the land mourns. Jer. xxiii. 10 .

1. Q. Is it a sin against this coinmandment, to jest with the

word of God ?
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A. Yes : be ye not mockers, lest yourhands be made strong.

2. Q. Or to use it as a charm ?

3. Q. Is it a sin to put a slight upon sacred things ?

A. Yes: ye have profaned myname,in that ye say, The

table of the Lord is contemptible . Mal. i. 12.

LVI, Q. What is the reason annexed to the

third commandment ?

A. The reason annexed to the third com

mandınent is , that however the breakers of this

commandment may escape punishmentfrom men ,

yet the Lord our God will not suffer them to es

cape his righteous judgment.

A. Yes : for men hear the voice of swearing and utter it not.

2. Q. Shall hypocrites escape them ?

3. Q. Shall scoffers escape them ?

A. No : for they shall be broken, and snared and taken. Isa.

4. Q. Shall covenant-breakers escape them ?

A. No : seeing he despised the oath, by breaking the cove

nant, he shall not escape. Ezek. xvii. 18 .

A. Yes : God shall cause their own tongues to fall upon them .

LVII. Q. Which is the fourth command

ment ?

A. The fourth commandment is , Remember

the Subbath day to keep it holy . Six days

shalt thou labour, and do all thywork , but the

seventh day is the Sabbath of the Lord thy

God : in it thou shalt not do any work ; thou,

nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy man

servant, nor thy maid -servant, nor thy cattle ,

nor thy stranger that is within thy gates.

Q. What is required in the fourth

commandment ?

1. The fourth commandment requireth the

keeping holy to God such set times as he hath

appointed in his word ; expressly one whole

day in seven , to be a holy Sabbath to himself.

A. Yes: for the evening and the morning were the first day.

1. Q Must we keep it ?

A. Yes : verily my Sabbaths ye shall keep. Exod. xxxi. 13 .

2. Q. Must we keep it as a treasure ?

A. Yes : we must call the Sabbath honourable. Isa. lviii. 13 .

3. Q. And keep it as talent ?

A. Yes : for thou madest known unto them thy holy Sab

baths. Neh. ix . 14.

4. Q. Must we keep it with care ?

A. Yes: we must lay hold on it to keep the Sabbath from

polluting it. Isa . lvi. 2.

5. Q. Must we keep it holy to God ?

A. Yes : for he that regardeth the day, regardeth it to the

Lord , Rom. xiv , 6 .

LIX. Q. Which day of the seven hath God

appointed to be the weekly Sabbath ?

A. From the beginning of the world to the

resurrection of Christ , God appointed the seventh

day of the week to be the weekly Sabbath ; and

the first day of the week ever since , to continue

to the end of the world, which is the Christian

Sabbath.

1. Q. Was the Sabbath appointed from the beginning of the

world ?

A. Yes : God blessed the seventh day and sanctified it, when

the heavens and the earth were finished. Gen. ii. 1-3.
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2. Q. Was it in remembrance of the work of creation ?

A. Yes : because that in it he rested from all his work .

Gen. ii. 2.

8. Q. Was it observed, before the giving of the law , upon

ount Sinai ?

A. Yes : for, before that, it was said, To -morrow is the rest

of the holy Sabbath to the Lord . Exod. xvi. 23.

4. Q. Was that appointed to be kept on the seveth day of

the week ?

A. Yes : for he spake of the seventh day on this wise . Heb .

iv. 4,

§ II .

1. Q. Was the law of the Sabbath given more particularly to

Israel ?

A. Yes : I gave them my Sabbath to be a sign between me

and them . Ezek. xx. 12.

2. Q. Was it religiously observed among them ?

A. Yes : for their enemies did mock at their Sabbaths.

Lam . i . 7.

3. Q. Did they sanctify the Sabbath, in solemn assemblies ?

A. Yes : Moses of old time is read in the synagogues every

Sabbath day. Acts xv . 21 .

4. Q. Was the blessing confined to the seventh day ?

A. No : for the Lord blessed the Sabbath day and hallowed

it. Exod . xx. 11 .

§ 111

1. Q. Was the Sabbath to continue in gospel times ?

A. Yes : for there remaineth the keeping of a Sabbath to the

people of God . Heb. iv. 9. (marg .)

2. Q. Did Christ intend it should continue ?

A. Yes : for he said, pray that your flight be not on the Sab

bath day. Matt. xxiv. 20.

3. Q. Did he, in order to that, expound the fourth com

mandment ?

A. Yes : for he shewed , that it is lawful to do well upon the

Sabbath day. Matt. xi. 12.

4. Q. Is there the same need of Sabbaths now that ever

there was ?

A. Yes : for I gave them my Sabbaths, that they might know

that I am the Lord . Ezek . XX. 12.

1. Q. Is the Sabbath changed, now , to the first day of the

week ?
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A. Yes : for on the first day of the week the disciples came

together to break bread. Acts xx. 7.

2. Q. Was it because, on that day of the week, our Lord

Jesus rose from the dead ?

A. Yes : for he rose as it began to dawn towards the first

day of the week. Matt. xxviii. 1 .

3. Q. And because on that day, the Spirit was poured out ?

A. Yes : for that was when the day of Pentecost was fully

come. Acts ii. 1 .

4. Q. Was it fit there should be an alteration ?

A. Yes : for it shall no more be said, the Lord liveth that

broughtup the children of Israel out of the land of Egypt; bnt

the Lord liveth that brought them up from the land of theNorth .

Jer. xvi. 14, 15.

1. Q. Did the Apostles observe the first day of the week ?

A. Yes : on the first day of the week, let every one lay by.

1 Cor. xvi. 2 .

2. Q. Did the primitive church call it the Lord's day ?

A. Yes : I was in the Spirit on the Lord's day . Rev. i. 10.

3. Q. In a thing of this nature, ought we to acquiesce ?

A. Yes : for, if any man will be contentious, we have no

such custom, neither the churches of God. 1 Cor. xi. 16.

LX. Q. How is the Sabbath to be sanctified ?

A. The Sabbath is to be sanctified by a holy

resting all that day, even from such worldly

employments and recreations as are lawful on

other days ; and spending the whole time in the

public and private exercises of God's worship,

except so much as is to be taken up in the works

of necessity and mercy.

A. Yes : for, on the first day of the week, the disciples were

1. Q. Must we prepare for the Sabbath day beforehand ?

A. Yes : it was the preparation, and the Sabbath drew on.

Luke xxiii. 54.

2. Q. Must the Sabbath be a day of holy joy ?

A. Yes : we will rejoice and be glad in it. Ps . cxvii. 24 .

3. Q. Must it be a day of praise ?

A. Yes : the Psalm for the Sabbath day begins, “ Itis a good

thing to give thanks to the Lord . ” Ps. xcii. 1 .

4. Q. Must we be spiritual in the duties of the day ?

A. Yes : I was in the spirit on the Lord's day. Rev. i . 10.

5. Q. And must we take pleasure in them ?

A. Yes : call the Sabbath a delight. Isa. lviii. 13 .

§ iv.

1. Q. Are works of mercy and charity proper for a Sabbath

day ?

A. Yes : ought not this woman to be loosed from this bond

on the Sabbath day ? Luke xiii. 16 .

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2. Q. And may works ofnecessity be done on that day ?

A. Yes : do not you, on the Sabbath , lead your ox, or your

ass to watering ? Luke xüi. 13 .

LXI. Q. What is forbidden in the fourth com

mandment ?

A. The fourth commandment forbiddeth the

omission , or careless performance , of the duties

required ; and the profaning theday, by idleness,

or doing that which is in itself sinful,or by un

necessary thoughts, words or works, about our

worldly employments or recreations.

A. No : we must not render rạiling for railing. 1 Pet. ü . 9 .

LXXIX . Q. What is the tenth command

ment ?

A. The tenth commandment is , Thou shalt

not covet thy neighbour's house, thou shalt not

covet thy neighbour's wife, nor his man -ser

vant, nor his maid -servant, nor his ox , nor

his ass , nor any thing that is thy neighbours.

1. Q. Does this commandment lay a restraint upon the heart ?

A. Yes : for the law is spiritual. Rom . vii. 14.

2. Q. Does the heart need this restraint ?

A. Yes : for the inward part is very wickedness. Ps. v. 9.

3. Q. Does the light ofnature discover this ?

A. No : I had not known lust except the law had said, thou

shalt not covet. Rom . vii. 6.

$ 11 .

1. Q. Are we forbidden to covet another man's house ?

A. Yes : as they that covet houses and take them away.

Mic. ii. 2.

2. Q. Or another man's wife ?

A. Yes : for her husband is to her a covering of the eyes

Gen. xx . 16.

3. Q. Or another man's goods ?



SCRIPTURE CATECHISM. 169

A. Yes : I have coveted no man's silver, or gold , or apparel

Acts xx . 33.

LXXX. Q. What is required in the tenth

commandment ?

A. The tenth commandment required full

contentment with our own condition, with a

right and charitable frame of spirit toward our

neighbour, and all that is his.

5. Q. Must we be content with a little ?

4. Yes : having food and raiment, let us be therewith con

tent. 1 Tim. vi. 8.

§ II .

1. Q. Can we expect that our condition sbould be in every

thing brought to our mind ?

A. No : for all is vanity. Eccl. i. 14.

2. Q. Is it, therefore, our wisdom, to bring our mind to our

condition ?

A. Yes : I know how to be abased, and I know how to

abound. Philipp. iv . 12.

3. Q. Is anything got by this ?

4. Yes : godliness, with contentment, is great gain . I

Tim. vi. 6.

4. Q. And is this the way to be easy ?

A. Yes : in your patience possess ye your souls. Luke
xxi. 19,

1. Q. Is that best which is !

4. Yes : It is the Lord, let him do what seemeth him good.

1 Sam . ii. 18.
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% . Q. Must we therefore make the best of it ?

A. Yes: for, wherefore should a livingman complain ?

Sam. ïïi . 39.

3. Q. And must we acknowledge it is better than we de

serve ?

A. Yes : I am no: worthy of the least all thy mercies. Gene

xxxii. 10 .

fiv .

1. Q. Ought we to desire the welfare of our neighbours ?

A. Yes : let no men seek his own , but every man another's

wealth. 1 Cor. x . 24.

2. Q. And to pray for it ?

A. Yes: supplications and prayers must be made for all

men. 1 Tim. ii. 1 .

3. Q. And to be well pleased with it !

A. Yes : rejoice with them that do rejoice. Rom. xii. 15 .

4, Q. And to lay to heart our neighbour's troubles ?

1. Yes : remember them that are in bonds, as bound with

them. Heb. xiii. 3.

5. Q. And is this a charitable frame of spirit ?

A. Yes : for, charity suffereth long , and is kind . 1 Cor.

xiii. 4 .

LXXXI. Q. What is forbidden in the tenth

commandment ?

A. The tenth commandment forbiddeth all dis

contentment with our own estate, envying or

grieving at the good of our neighbour, and all

inordinate motions and affections to anything

that is his.

1. Q. Is it a sin to fret at the disposals of God's Providence ?

14. Yes : for, shall we receive good of the band of the Lord,

and shall we not receive evil also ? Job ii. 10.

2. Q. Is it a sin to quarrel with them ?

A. Yes : for, they that murmured were destroyed of the de

stroyer. 1 Cor. x. 10.

3. Q. Is it an evil thing to undervalue the mercies we have ?

A. Yes : as the Israelites that said, there is nothing besides

this manna. Numb. xi. 6.

4. Q. And to aggravate the afflictions we are under ?

A. Yes: as they that said, we die, we perish, wo all perish.

Numb. Ivii. 12.
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5. Q. May we, in any thing, be discontented ?

A. No : for, we must, in every thing, give thanks. J Thess.

v. 18,

§II.

1. Q. Is it a sin against this commandment, to envy our

neighbour's welfare?

A. Yes : for charity envieth not. I Cor. xiii. 4.

2. Q. Is envy an offence to God ?

A. Yes : for, is our eye evil because his is good. Matt. xx. 15.

3. Q. Is it hurtful to ourselves ?

A Yes : for envy is the rottenness of the bones. Prov. xiv. 30.

4. Q. Is it the cause of much mischief ?

A. Yes: for where envy is, there is confusion, and every

evil work . James iii. 16.

5. Q. Is it a sin to be pleased with our neighbour's hurt or loss?

A. Yes : he that is glad at calamities shall not be unpunish

ed . Prov. xvii. 5.

§ 111 .

1. Q. Is it a sin to desire to sin ?

A. Yes : Just not after evil things as they also lusted. 1

Cor. x . 6 .

2. Q. Does all sin begin in the lustings of the heart ?

A. Yes : for lust, when it hath conceived, bringeth forth sin.

James i. 15 .

3. Q. Is it a sin to desire any temporal good inordinately ?

A. Yes : as Rachel, that said, give me children, or else I die.

Gen. xxx. 1 .

4. Q. And is it a sin to lust after the delights of sense ?

A. Yes : as the Israelites who wept again, saying, who will

give us flesh to eat ? Numb. xi . 4.

5. Q. Must we, therefore, suppress all sinful desires ?

A. Yes : and make no provision for the flesh , to fulfil the

lusts thereof. Rom. xiii. 14.

1. Q. Is it a sin to set our hearts upon worldly wealth ?

A. Yes : love not the world, nor the things that are in the

world. 1 John ii. 15 .

2. Q. Is covetousness an offence to God?

A. Yes: for, it is idolatry. Col. iii. 5 .

3. Q. Will it be a vexation to ourselves ?

A. Yes : for he that loveth silver shall not be satisfied with

silver . Eccl. v. 10.

4. Q. Will it be a vexation to our families ?
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A. Yes : for, he that is greedy of gain troubles his own

house. Prov. xv. 27.

1. Q. And injurious toour neighbour?

A. Yes : for they that lay house to house and field to field,

would be placed alone in the midst of the earth. Isa. v. 8 .

2. Q. Is covetousness the cause of much sin ?

A. Yes : for they that will be rich, fall into temptation and

a snare . 1 Tim. vi. 9 .

3. Q. Must we, therefore, watch against it ?

A. Yes : take heed , and beware of covetousness. Luke

xii, 15 .

4. Q. and must we abstain from all the practices of it ?

A. Yes : let your conversation be without covetousness .

Heb. xiii. 5.

5. Q. And must we pray earnestly against it ?

A. Yes : incline my heart unto thy testimonies, and not to

covetousness. Ps. cxix. 36.

LXXXII. Q. Is any man able, perfectly, to

keep the commandments of God ?

A. No mere man, since the fall, is able, in this

life, perfectly, to keep the commandments of God,

butdoth daily break them in thought, word,

and deed.

1. Q. Are any in this world perfectly free from sin ?

A. No : for there is no man that sinneth not. % Chron .

vi. 36.

2. Q. Was Christ, who was not a mere man, perfect ?

A. Yes : he knew no sin . 2 Cor. v. 21 .

3. Q. Was Adam, before the fall, perfect ?

A. Yes : for, God made man upright. Eccl, vii. 29.

4. Q. Are the saints in the other life, perfect ?

A. Yes : the glorious church, is without spot, or wrinkle .

Ephes. v . 27.

5. Q. But is any mere man, since the fall, in this life, per

fect ?

A. No : for there is not a just man upon earth , that doeth

good , and sinneth not. Eccl. vii. 20.

§ 11 .

1. Q. Are self-justifiers self -deceivers ?
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A. Yes: if we say we have no sin , we deceive ourselves,

1 John i. 8 .

2. Q. And do they put a great affront upon God ?

A. Yes : for, if we say we have not sinned , we make him a

liar. I John i . 10 .

$ 111 .

1. Q. Are not we able to keep God's commandments better

than we do ?

A. Yes : if I have done iniquity, I will do no more. Job

Ixiv . 32.

2. Q. But, are we able, perfectly to keep them ?

A. No : for, when I would do good, evil is present with me.

Rom. vii . 21 .

3. Q. Though Noah was said to be perfect, yet , did not he

sin ?

A. Yes : for, he drank of the wine, and was drunk. Gen.

ix. 21 .

4. Q. And Job ?

A. Yes : fur he cursed his day. Job iii, 1 .

5. Q. And Hezekiah ?

A. Yes : for, his heart was lifted up. 2 Chron . xxxii. 25 .

6. Q. Was St. Paul himself perfect ?

A. No : not as though I had already attained, either were

already perfect. Philipp. iii. 12.

1. Q. Do we sin daily ?

A. Yes : in many things , we offend all. James iii. 2 .

2. Q. Do we daily sin in thought ?

A. Yes : for the imagination of man's heart is evil from his

youth . Gen. viii. 21 .

3. Q. Are we guilty of many tongue-sins ?

A. Yes : in the multitude of words, there wanteth not sin .

Prov. X. 19 .

4. Q. Are the best guilty of many defects ?

A. Yes : for when the spirit is willing, the flesh is weak.

Matt. xxvi. 41 .

5. Q. And of many inadvertencies ?

A. Yes : they are overtaken in a fault. Gal. vi. 1 .

6. Q. Can we tell how often we offend ?

A. No : who can understand his errors ? Ps . xix . 12 .

7. Q. Should we not, therefore, have recourse to Christ daily

by faith and repentance ?

A. Yes : if any man sin, we have an advocate with the Fa.

ther. 1 John ii . 1 .
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LXXXIII. Q. Are all transgressions of the

law equally heinous ?

A. Some sins in themselves, and, by reason

of several aggravations, are more heinous in

the sight of God tlaan others.

$ 1 .

1. Q. Is every sin done in God's sight ?

A. Yes : I did this evil in thy sight. Ps. li. 4.

2. Q. Is it heinous , in God's sight ?

A. Yes : for he is of purer eyes than to behold iniquity. Heb .

i. 13 .

3. Q. But is every sin alike heinous ?

A. No : he that delivered me unto :hee hath the greater

sin . John xix . 11 .

4. Q. Are some sins, in themselves, more heinous than others?

A. Yes : if a man sin against the Lord, who shall entreat

for him ? 1 Sam. ii . 25 .

5. Q. Are presumptuous sins more heinous than others ?

A. Yes : the soul that doeth aught presumptuously, that

soul reproacheth the Lord . Numb . xv. 30.

6. Q. Was ever any sin so heinous as not to be forgiven ?

A. Yes: the Pharisee's blasphemy against the Holy Ghost

was so. Matt. xii. 32.

§ 11 .

1. Q. Are sins against knowledge aggravated sins ?

A. Yes : that servant that knew his Lord's will and did it

not, shall be beaten with many stripes . Luke xii. 47.

2. Q. And sins against mercies ?

A. Yes : do ye thus requite the Lord, O foolish people and

unwise ? Deut. xxxii. 6

3. Q. Especially against spiritual mercies ?

4. Yes : as Solomon , who turned from the Lord God of Is

rael , which had appeared unto him twice . 1 Kings xi . 9 .

4. Q. Are sins against reproof aggravated sins ?

A. Yes : he that, being often reproved , hardeneth his neck,

shall suddenly be destroyed. Prov. xxix . 1 .

5. Q. And sins against our vows and covenants ?

A. Yes : thou saidst, I will not transgress. Jer. ii. 20.

$ 111 .

1. Q. Are the sins of great professors aggravated sins ?

A. Yes : for the name of God is blasphemed through them .
Ram , ii. 24.
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2. Q. And the sins of ministers ?

A. Yes : thou that preachest a man should not steal, dost

thou steal ? Rom. ii . 21 .

3. Q. May the place be an aggravation of the sin ?

A. Yes : they provoked him at the sea, even at the Red Sea.

Ps. coi. 7.

4. Q. And the time ?

A. Yes : they turned aside quickly. Exod. xxxii . 8 .

ŞIV.

1. Q. Is it an aggravation of sin , if it be done with contri

vance ?

A. Yes : woe to them that devise iniquity. Mic. ii . 1 .

2. Q. And if it be done with delight ?

A. Yes : they rejoice to do evil . Prov. ii. 14 .

3. Q. And without blushing ?

A. Yes : they declare their sin as Sodom. Isa. iii. 9 .

4. Q. And if it be boasted of ?

A. Yes : whose glory is in theirshame. Philipp. iii . 19 .

b . Q. And if it be often repeated ?

A. Yes : they have tempted me now these ten times. Numb.

xiv. 22.

6. Q. Should we take notice of these aggravations, in our

confessions ?

A. Yes : Aaron shall confess the iniquity of the children of

Israel, and all their transgressions in all their sins . Lev. xvi. 21 .

LXXXIV. Q. What doth every sin deserve?

A. Every sin deserveth God's wrath and

curse , both in this life, and that which is to

come.

§ 1 .

1. Q. Does sin provoke God ?

A. Yes : Ephraim provoked him to anger most bitterly.

Hos. xii . 14,

2. Q. Does it deserve his wrath ?

A. Yes : according to their deserts will I judge them. Ezek.

vii . 27.

3. Q. Does that wrath rest upon impenitent sinners ?

A. Yes : the wrath of God abideth on them. John iži . 36.

4. Q. And is it just it should ?

A. Yes : for when God renders to every man according to

his work, he renders indignation and wrath, tribulation and

anguish to every soul of man that doeth evil. Rom . ii. 6, 8, 9.
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$ 11 .

1. Q. Does sin deserve God's curse ?

A. Yes : cursed is every one that continueth not in all things

written in the book of the law to do them. Gal. iii. 10 .

2. Q. Can any avoid that curse ?

A. No: for all these curses shall come upon thee, and over

take thee. Deut. xxviii . 15 ,

3. Q. Can a man bear up under that curse ?

A. No : for it shall come into his bowels like water and like

oil into his bones. Ps. cix. 18 .

4. Q. Can a man fortify himself against that curse ?

A. No : for it shall consume the house with the timber thereof,

and the stones thereof. Zech. v . 4.

§ 111.

1. Q. Does sin deserve God's wrath and curse, in this life ?

A. Yes: for these things' sake cometh the wrath of God upon

the children of disobedience. Col. iii . 6 .

2. Q. And in the life to come ?

A. Yes : for wrath is treasured up against the day of wrath .

Rom . ii . 5 .

3, Q. Does every sin deserve God's wrath ?

A. Yes : for the wages of sin is death. Rom. vi. 23 .

4. Q. Is any sin venial in its own nature ?

A. No : for the blood of Christ is that which must cleanse

from all sin . 1 John i . 7.

5. Q. Does your sin deserve this wrath and curse ?

A. Yes : if I be wicked woe to me. Job. x. 15.

LXXXV . Q. What doth Cod require of us ,

that we may escape his wrath and curse due to

us for sin ?

A. To escape the wrath and curse of God

due to us for sin , God requireth of us faith in

Jesus Christ, repentance unto life, with the

diligent use of all the outward meanswhereby

Christ communicateth to us the benefits of re

demption.

1. Q. Is the wrath and curse of God due to us for sin ?

4. Yes : we are , by nature, children of wrath . Ephes. ii. 3 .
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2. Q. Has God provided a way of escape from that wrath ?

A. Yes : I have found a ransom. Job. xxxii. 24.

3. Q. Does the gospel shew us that way ?

A. Yes : he shall tell the words whereby thou mayest be

saved. Acts xi. 14 .

4. Q. Is it through Christ that we may escape this wrath ?

A. Yes : it is Jesus that delivereth us from the wrath to

come. 1 Thess. i. 10 .

5. Q. Is any thing to be done by us in order to our escape ?

A. Yes : work out your own salvation with fear and trem

bling ; for it is God that worketh in you. Philipp. ii . 12, 13.

§ 11 .

1. Q. Are we concerned to inquire what is to be done by us

in order to our escape ?

A. Yes : wherewithal shall I come before the Lord ? Mic.

vi. 6 .

2. Q. Will a convinced conscience put us upon this inquiry ?

A. Yes : when they were pricked to the heart they said ,

men and brethren what shall we do ? Acts ii . 37.

3. Q. Must we be serious and solicitous in this inquiry ?

A. Yes: as the gaoler that came trembling and said, Sirs,

what must I do to be saved ? Acts xvi. 30.

4. Q. Must we be speedy in this inquiry ?

A. Yes : the morning cometh and also the night: if ye will

inquire, inquire ye. Isa . xxi. 12.

5. Q. Must we make this inquiry with resolution ?

A. Yes : they shall ask the way to Zion, with their faces

thitherward . Jer. I. 5.

6. Q. Must we apply ourselves to Christ with this inquiry ?

A. Yes : good Master, what good thing shall I do that I may

have eternal life ? Matt. xix . 16 .

III.

1. Q. Is that which is to be done by us for our salvation

required of us ?

A. Yes : this is his commandment, that we believe, 1 John

iii. 23.

2. Q. And are we called upon to do it ?

A. Yes : turn ye, turn ye, why will ye die, 0 house of

Israel ? Ezek. xxxiii. 11 ,

§ iv.

1. Q. Is faith in Jesus Christ required that we may escape

this wrath ?
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A. Yes : believe in the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be

saved . Acts xvi. 31 .

2. Q. Is repentance required ?

A. Yes : repent and be converted , that your sins may be

blotted . Acts iii. 19 .

3. Q. Did our Lord Jesuspreach these as the two great com

mandments of the gospel ?

A. Yes : the kingdom of God is at hand ; repent ye, and be

lieve the gospel. Mark i. 15 .

4. Q. Did the Apostles preach them ?

A. Yes : testifying both to the Jews andalso to the Greeks,

repentance towards God, and faith towards our Lord Jesus

Christ. Acts xx . 21 .

5. Q. And is it required that we diligently use the means of

grace ?

A. Yes : teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I

have commanded you. Matt. xxvii. 20 .

LXXXVI. Q. What is faith in Jesus Christ ?

A. Faith in Jesus Christ is a saving grace,

whereby we receive and resť upon him alone

for salvation , as he is offered to us in the gospel.

§ 1 .

1. Q. Are we to believe in Jesus Christ ?

A. Yes : ye believe in God, believe also in me ? John xiv. 1

2. Q. Is Christ in the word the object of our faith ?

A. Yes : for the word is nigh thee. Rom. x. 8 .

3. Q. Is faith in Christ a grace ?

A. Yes : it is not of ourselves, it is the gift ofGod. Ephes.

ii. 8.

4. Q. Is it free grace ?

A. Yes : to you it is given on the behalf of Christ to believe

him . Philipp. i. 29 .

5. Q. Is it a saving grace ?

A. Yes : for we believe to the saving of thesoul. Heb. x . 39 .

6. Q. Is it that by which we live ?

A. Yes : the just shall live by faith . Rom. i. 17.

7. Q. Is unbelief the great damning sin ?

A. Yes : they could not enter in because of unbelief. Heb.

iii. 19 .

$ 11 .

1. Q. Do we by faith assent to gospel truths ?
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A. Yes : he that hath received his testimony hath set to his

seal that God is true . John iii. 33 .

2. Q. Do we by faith consent to gospel terms ?

A. Yes : take my yoke upon you, and learn of me. Matt.
xi. 29 .

3. Q. Must both these go together ?

A. Yes : he said, Lord, I believe ; and he worshipped him .

John ix . 38 .

4. Q. Is there good reason for both ?

A. Yes : for it is both a faithful saying, and worthy of all

acceptation. 1 Tim . i. 15.

ŞIII.

1. Q. Is this receiving Christ ?

A. Yes : ye have received Christ Jesus the Lord. Col. ii. 6.

2. Q. Is it applying the righteousness of Christ to ourselves ?

A. Yes : who loved me, and gave himself for me. Gal. ii . 20 .

3. Q. And consenting to it ?

A. Yes : we have now received the atonement. Rom. v. 11 .

4. Q. Must we receive Christ, to rule us as well as to save us ,

A. Yes : for him hath God exalted , to be both a Prince and

a Saviour. Acts v. 31 .

5. Q. And is it enough only to receive him ?

A , No : as we have received him, so we must walk in him.

Col. ii. 6 .

§ IV.

1. Q. Do we by faith rest on Christ alone for salvation ?

A. Yes : in his name shall the Gentiles trust. Matt. xii. 21 .

2. Q. And rely on his righteousness ?

A. Yes : that I may win Christ, and be found in him , not

having on my own righteousness, which is of the law , but that

which is through the faith of Christ. Philipp. iii . 8, 9 .

3. Q. And do we rejoice in him ?

A. Yes : for we are the circumcision that rejoice in Christ

Jesus. Philipp. iii. 3.

şv .

1. Q. Will faith in Christ produce good affections ?

A. Yes : for it works by love. Gal. v . 6.

2. Q , Will it purify the heart ?

A. Yes : purifying their hearts by faith . Acts xv. 9.

3. Q. Will it overcome the world ?

A. Yes : this is the victory overcoming the world , even your

uith . 1 John v. 4.

4. Q. Will it resist the temptation of Satan ?
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A. Yes : the shield of faith quenches the fiery darts of the

wicked . Ephes. vi. 16.

5. Q. Does it exert itself in obedience ?

A. Yes : for the gospel is made known to all nations for the

obedience of faith . Rom . xvi. 26 .

6. Q. And does it subject the soul to the grace and govern

ment of the Lord Jesus ?

A. Yes : my Lord and my God. John xx. 28 .

LXXXVII. Q. What is repentance unto life ?

A. Repentance unto life is a saving grace ,

whereby a sinner, out of a true sense of his sin,

and apprehension of the mercy of God in Christ,

doth , with grief and hatred of his sin , turn from

it unto God, with full purpose of, and endeavour

after, new obedience.

1. Q. Is true repentance, repentance unto life ?

A. Yes : God hath to the Gentiles granted repentance unto

life. Acts xi. 18.

2. Q. Is it a grace ?

A. Yes : if God, peradventure will give them repentance .

2 Tim . ii . 25.

3. Q. Is it a saving grace ?

A. Yes : godly sorrow worketh repentance unto salvation .

2 Cor, vii. 10 .

§ 11 .

1. Q. Is repentance required of every one of us ?

A. Yes : God commandeth all men every where to repent.

Acts xvii. 30.

2. Q. Is it necessary to our pardon ?

A. Yes : for repentance and remission of sins are preached
to all nations. Luke xxiv. 47 ,

3. Q. Is it given , to qualify us for pardon ?

A. Yes : God hath exalted his Son Christ Jesus, to give

repentance and remission of sins. Acts v. 31 .

4. Q. Can we be saved without it ?

A. No : except ye repent, ye shall all likewise perish. Luke

xiii . 3 .

1. Q. Is it necessary to repentance, that there be a sense of

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A. Yes : cause Jerusalem to know her abominations. Ezek.

2. Q. Must there be an acknowledgment of sin ?

A. Yes : I acknowledge my transgressions, and my sin is

ever before me. Ps. li . 3.

3. Q. Must we acknowledge the fact of sin ?

A. Yes : thus and thus have I done. Josh . vii. 20.

4. R. And the fault ?

A. Yes: I have done this evil in thy sight. Ps. li . 4 .

5. Q. And the folly of it ?

A. Yes : 0 God , thou knowest my foolishness. Ps. Ixix. 5.

6. Q. Must we acknowledge the original of sin ?

A. Yes : behold I was shapen in iniquity . Ps. li. 5.

7. Q. Must we acknowledge ourselves odious to God's holi

ness , because of sin ?

A. Yes : behold I am vile . Job . xl. 4.

8. Q. And obnoxious to his justice ?

A. Yes : if thou, Lord, shouldest mark iniquities, O Lord ,

4. Q. And for mutual instruction ?

2. Q. Is the administration of ordinances committed to them ?

3. Q. And must they attend to that service ?

A. Yes : we will give ourselves to prayer, and to the minis

try of the word . Acts vi. 4.

1. Q. Are gospel ordinances made effectual to all for salva

tion ?

A, No: for, with many of them , God was not well pleased.

2. Q. But are they made effectual to the elect ?

Q. How is the word made effec

tual to salvation ?

A. Yes : preach the word, be instant in season, and out of

season , reprove, rebuke, exhort. 2 Tim. iv . 2.

5. Q. Is it the duty of all to hear the word ?

A. Yes : he that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit

saith unto the churches. Rev. ii. 7.

6. Q. Will the bare reading and hearing of the word profit ?

d. No : the letter kills, but the Spirit gives life. 2 Cor. iii , 6 .

A. Yes : for, the seed is the word of God . Luke viii, 11 .

7. Q. And of reforming the life ?

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A. Yes : by the words of thy lips I have kept me from the

1. Q. Is the reading and hearing of the word needful to those

who are regenerate ?

A. Yes : for, theyare nourished up in the words of faith, and

2. Q. Is it a means of building them up in holiness ?

A. Yes : it is for the perfecting of the saints. Ephes. iv. 12 .

3. Q. Will it furnish them for all good ?

A. Yes : that the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly

furnished to all good works. 2 Tim. iii. 17.

4. Q. Will it fortify them against all evil?

A. Yes : for, the sword of the Spirit is the word of God .

Ephes. vi . 17.

5. Q. Is it a means of building them up in comfort ?

A. Yes : that we through patience and comfort of the scrip

tures might have hope. Rom . xv. 4.

1. Q. Does the Spirit of God make the word effectual for all

these good purposes ?

A. Yes : when the hand of the Lord was with them , a great

number believed, and turned to the Lord.

5. Q. Must we bow our souls before it ?

6. Q. Must we diligently hearken to it ?

A. Yes : be swift to hear. James i. 19.

A. Yes : when Ezra opened the book, all the people stood up.

6. Q. Must we receive it, as the word of men ?

A. Yes : for it will not profit if it be not mixed with faith .

4. Q. Must we receive men's words, with an implicit faith ?

A. No : believe not every spirit, but try the spirits. John

iv. 1 .

5. Q. But, must we receive God's word, with an implicit

faith ?

A. Yes : for every word of God is pure . Prov. xxx. 5 .

6. Q. Must we receive it with love?

A. Yes : I have esteemed the words of his mouth more than

my necessary food . Job xxiii. 12.

1. Q. Must we remember the word we read and hear ?

A. Yes : lest, at any time, we let it slip. Heb . ii. 1 .

% . Q. Must we lay it up in our hearts ?

A. Yes : thy word have I hid in my heart. Ps. cxix. 11 ,

3. Q. Must we meditate on it ?

A. Yes : in that law doth he meditate day and night. Ps. i. 2.

4. Q. Must we practice it in our lives ?

A. Yes : be ye doers of the word , and not hearers only .

5. Q. Will it suffice to hear, though we do notpractice ?

A. No: if ye know these things, happy are ye if ye do them .

XCI. Q. How do the sacraments become ef

fectual means of salvation ?

A. The sacraments become effectual means

of salvation , notfrom any virtue in them, or in

him that doth administer them ; but only by the

blessing of Christ, and the working of his Spirit

in them that by faith receive them .

1. Q. Do the sacraments certainly save all that partake of

them ?
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A. No : they who were rejected of Christ could say, we have

3. Q. Do they, of themselves, confer grace ?

A. No : for if thou be a breaker of the law , thy circumcision

is made uncircumcision . Rom. ii. 25 .

4. Q. Is the thing signified of greater consequence than the

sign ?

A. Yes : for circumcision is that of the heart, in the spirit,

and not in the letter. Rom. ii. 29 .

$ 11 .

1. Q. Does the efficacy of the sacraments depend upon the

minister ?

A. No : for, who is Paul, and who is Apollos, but ministers

by whom ye believed ? 1 Cor. iii. 5.

2. Q. Does the goodness of the minister invigorate the sacra

ment ?

A. No : for Philip baptized Simon , who yet was in the gall

of bitterness. Acts viii. 13 , 23.

3. Q. Does the badness of the minister invalidate the sacra

ment ?

A. No : for Judas was numbered with us, and obtained part

of this ministry. Acts i. 17.

$ III .

1. Q. Does the efficacy of sacraments depend upon the bless

ing of Christ ?

A. Yes : lo, I am with you alway. Matt, xxviii.

2. Q. And upon the working ofthe Spirit ?

A. Yes : for it is the Spirit that quickeneth. John vi. 63 .

3. Q. And are they effectual to those only who by faith re

ceive them ?

A. Yes : he that beleveth and is baptized, shall be saved.

Mark xvi. 16 .

XCII . Q. What is a sacrament ?

A: Asacrament is an holy ordinance institu

ted by Christ ; wherein, by sensible signs, Christ ,

and the benefits of the new covenant , are repre

sented, sealed, and applied to believers.

1. Q. Is a sacrament a holy ordinance ?

§ 1 .
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A. Yes : for we minister about holy things. 1 Cor. ix. 13.

2. Q. Must they, therefore, be holy that attend them ?

A. Yes : be ye clean that bear the vessels of the Lord. Is.

lii. 11 .

3. Q. Are sacraments instituted by Christ ?

A. Yes : the Lord himself shall give you a sign. Isa. vii. 14 .

4. Q. May men institute sacraments ?

A. No : Jeroboam , that ordained a feast which he had de

vised of his own heart, sinned , and made Israel to sin . 1 Kings

xii. 33 .

$ 11 .

1. Q. Is there, in a sacrament, an outward and visible sign ?

A. Yes : behold the blood of the covenant. Exod , xxiv. 8 .

2. Q. Is there an inward and spiritual grace ?

A. Yes : for that rock was Christ. 1 Cor. x. 4 .

3. Q. Are outward signs of use to inform our understanding ?

A. Yes : for,in them , Christ is evidently set forth crucified

among us. Gal . iii. 1 .

4. Q. Are they of use to refresh our memories ?

A. Yes : these stones shall be for a memorial. Josh. iv. 7.

5. Q. And to stir up our affections !

A. Yes : they shall look on him whom they have pierced,

and mourn. Zech. xii. 10.

6. Q. Are they of use to transmit the things of God from

generation to generation ?

A. Yes : for your children shall ask you, what mean you by

this service ? Exod. xii. 26 .

Ş 111 .

1. Q. Is a sacrament a seal ?

A. Yes : circumcision was a seal of the righteousness which

is by faith . Rom. iv. 11 .

2. Q. A seal of the covenant ?

A. Yes : he gave him the covenant of circumcision . Acts

vii. 8 .

3. Q. Is a sacrament an oath ?

A. Yes : they entered into an oath to walk in God's law.

Neh. x. 29 .

4. Q. Is it an encouragement to our faith ?

A. Yes : reach hither thy hand, and thrust it into my side,

and be not faithless, but believing. John xx. 27.

5. Q. Is it an engagement to obedience ?

A. Yes : that henceforth we should not serve sin . Rom. vi. 6.

6. Q. Is Christ applied to us in sacraments ?
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A. Yes : asmany of you as have been baptized into Christ,

have put on Christ . Gal. iii. 27.

7. Q. Are the benefits of the new covenant applied to us ?

A. Yes : to be a God to thee, and to thy seed after thee.

Gen. xvii. 7.

XCIII. Q. Which are the sacraments of the

New Testament ?

A. The sacraments of the New Testament

are , Baptism, and the Lord's Supper.

§ 1 .

1. Q. Were there sacraments in innocency ?

A. Yes: the tree of life in the midst of the garden, and the

tree of the knowledge of good and evil . Gen. ii. 9 .

2. Q. Were there sacraments under the law ?

A. Yes : for the law had a shadow of good things to come.

Heb. x , 1 .

3. Q. Was circumcision a sacrament ?

A. Yes : he received the sign of circumcision. Rom . iv. 11 .

4. Q. Was the passover a sacrament ?

A. Yes : Christ our passover is sacrificed for us. 1 Cor. v. 7.

§ II .

1. Q. Have we sacraments now, under the gospel ?

A. Yes : for unto us was the gospel preached, as well as unto

them . Heb . iv . 2 .

2. Q. Are Baptism and the Lord's Supper our two sacra

ments ?

A. Yes : for we are baptized into one body, and all drink

into one spirit. 1 Cor. xii . 13.

3. Q. May men add any more sacraments ?

A. No : add thou not unto his words, lest he reprove thee .

Prov. xxx . 6 .

XCIV. Q. What is Baptism ?

A. Baptism is a sacrament, wherein the wash

ing with water in the name of the Father , and

of the Son , and of the Holy Ghost, doth signify

and seal our ingrafting into Christ, and partak

ing of the benefits of the covenant of grace , and

our engagement to be the Lord's .

1. Q. Is washing with water the outward sign in Baptism ?

$ 1.
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A. Yes : I am come baptizing with water. John i. 31 .

2. Q. Is that well done by sprinkling ?

A. Yes : for so shall he sprinkle many nations. Isa , lii. 15 ;

Ezek. xxxvi. 25 .

3. Q. Is that sign significant ?

A. Yes : if ye are washed, ye are sanctified, ye are justified .

1 Cor. vi. 11 .

4. Q. But, is the outward sign alone sufficient ?

A. No : baptism saves us, not as it is the putting away the

filth of the flesh, but the answer of a good conscience toward

God. 1 Pet. iii. 21 .

§ 11 .

1. Q. Must Baptism be in the name of the Father, Son , and

Holy Ghost ?

A. Yes : go ye, therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them

in the name of the Father, and of the Son , and of the Holy

Ghost. Matt. xxviii. 19.

2. Q. And not in the minister's name ?

A. No: were ye baptized in the name of Paul ? 1 Cor. i. 13.

3. Q. Is it, therefore, one ?

A. Yes : for there is one Lord, one faith , one baptism. Ephes.

1. Q. Is Baptism a door of admission into the visible church ?

A. Yes : there were added to the church daily. Acts ii. 47.

2. Q. Are we thereby entered into Christ's school?

A. Yes : Jesus made and baptized disciples. John iv. 1 .

4. Yes : as good soldiers of Jesus Christ. 2 Tim. ii. 3 .

1. Q. Is Baptism a seal of our ingrafting into Christ ?

A. Yes : for being baptized into Jesus Christ, we are baptized

into his death . Rom. vi. 3.

2. Q. And of our partaking of the benefits of the new cove

nant ?

A. Yes : be baptized for the remissionof sins, and ye shall

receive the gift of the Holy Ghost. Acts ii . 38.

3. Q. And of our engagement to be the Lord's ?

A. Yes : I entered into a covenant with thee, saith the Lord

God, and thou becamest mine. Ezek . xvi. 8.

4. Q. Is the covenant sealed in the Baptism , a mutual cove

nant ?

A. Yes : ye shall be my people, and I will be your God. Jer.

1. C. Are we bound, by our Baptism , to renounce the devil,

and all his works ?

A. Yes : for the Son of God was manifested, to destroy the

works of the devil. 1 John iii. 8 .

3. Q. And all the sinful lusts of the flesh ?

A. Yes : for we are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit. Rom .

4. Q. Are we bound to believe all the articles of the Chris

tian faith ?

A. Yes : we must hold fast the form of sound words. 2 Tim .

5. Q. And to keep God's holy will and commandments ?

A. Yes : that we also should walk in newness of life . Rom .

vi. 4 .

6. Q. And to walk in the same all the days of our life ?

A. Yes : if ye continue in my word, then are ye my disciples

indeed . John viii. 31 .

XCV. Q. To whom is Baptism to be admin

istered ?

A. Baptism is not to be administered to any

that are out of the visible church, till they pro

fess their faith in Christ, and obedience to him ;

3. Q. And has Christ excepted them ?

A. No : suffer little children to come unto me, and forbid

them not.

4. Q. Were the families of believers baptized by the Apos

tles ?

A. Yes : Lydia was baptized, and her household. Acts xvi.

5. Q. Did Christ himself receive the seal of the covenant, in

his infancy ?

A. Yes : when he was eight days old, he was circumcised .

A. Yes : that our children may not cease from fearing the

2. Q. Was it a great mercy to you, that you were baptized?

1. Q. Must we be careful to improve our baptism ?

3. Q. And for holiness ?

A. Yes : for we also should walk in newness of life . Rom .

6. Q. Is it a strong inducement to brotherly love ?

A. The Lord's Supper is a sacrameut, where

in, by giving and receiving bread and wine, ac

cording to Christ's appointment, his death is

shewed forth ; and the worthy receivers are,

not after a corporal and carnal manner, but by

faith , made partakers of his body and blood,

with all his benefits, to their spiritual nourish

ment, and growth in grace .

A. Yes: I will sing praise to my God while I have my being.

3. Q. Is it, therefore, proper to conclude our prayers and

praises with Amen ?

A. Yes : let all the people say, Amen , Hallelujah ! Ps. cvi. 48
