Personal testimony is asked for in the
eaption. Beeause it 1s asked for, and with
a view to helping others, 1 venture to give
my word.

I am glad to be a Covenanter minister
because 1 believe that is what Christ called
me to be. I did not want to be a minister.
Neither did 1 want to be a missionary, and
China was not miv choice of a Tield. But on
the day that I knelt in the presence of the
Master, and with definite purpose gave
myself to Him, something camez mmio my
lite that has always held me to the feelinz
that I must do His will rather than please
mysclt.

That there has cften been pitiable [ail-
ure and disobediinze, He knows is cadly
true. Yet, by lis grace, the purpose to do
His wilt has controlled some of the great
decisions of life. I regret that I have al-
ways had to be drafted. 1t must be gran:d
to be a volunteer in heart, as some that 1
know have been. Yet even the drafted man
can testify that for the call to the ministry,
the call to the mission field, and the call to
China he is glad.

I have never advised anyone to be either
a minister or a missionary. I have even
told thcse dearest to me to be neither ir
God will let them off. But I cannot say
less than this. Do not dare to call yourself
by the holy name of Christian and be dis-
obedient to your own ‘“heavenly vision” of
God’s will for you.

PIONEERS IN CIVIL AND RELIGIOUS
LIBERTY

The historical record of the Reformed
Presbyterian Church sets forth the reasons
why I am thankful the Lord has given me a
place in its ministry. First, its record for
orthedoxy. It maintains the doectrine of the
plenary insoiration, infallibility and author-
ity of the Scriptores. They are authorita-
tive in every realm of life. Hervesy trials
are almost unknown among us.

Second, its record for the freedom of its
pulpit. Accepting the whole Bible as in-
spired and authoritative, this chureh be-
lieves that it should all be preached. This
means that we have a frcedom bounded
only by the revealed will of God to preach
truth and condemn ervor. Every pood cavse
may be advocated in the Covenanter pulpit

. and every cvil canse opposed.

Third, its record for great undertakings.
We do not stop with personal evangelism,
but push on to the goal which all inspired
prophets and apostles have ever kept in
view, namely, the subjugation of all social,
industrizl, and political institutions to
Christ the rveigning King.

Fourth, its record for achievement. Cov-
enanters wevre pioneers in the cause of civil
and religious liberty. The question, Who
were the first to advocate the prineiple that
1no one should suffer eivil disabilities for ve-
ligious convictions is to be decided in favor
of Presbyterians, but those Presbyterians
were Covenanters. The achievements of
this church are written large in the history
of maral reforms, in the maintenance of
righteous laws, and in the propagation of
the principies of Christian civil government.

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AN UNTRAMMELED PULPIT

1. Some time after the call had been made
out for us, in what became later our first
charge, we recceived a letter of congratula-
tions and Christian greetings. In the letter
was the following sentence, as unique as it
is true: “We offer you an untrammeled pul-
pit.” We have never forgotten these words,
and in all our ministry we have found them
to be true in any Covenanter Church. The
high privilege of declaring “The whole coun-
sel of God” is our inherent right and we
find no muzzles on Covenanter pulpits.

2. We rejoice because of the complete-
ness of our Church’s message. Qurs is no
fiddie of one string, but a harmony and
unison resulting from the life in Christ de-
veloped on every side until we are “‘com-
plete in Him.” His message is for the be-
liever in every relationship of life. Saved
men, sanctified homes, clean communities
and nations honoring Christ as King—this
is the plan of the Gospel and the ideal of
the Church we delight to serve.

3. We rejoice also in her Missionary Pro-
gram. As after Jerusalem came Samaria, so
after establishment comes extension, and
with a joy and unabated zeal we carry the
message to the Jew and the Black Man;
across the seas to Syria and -China, that we
may make known His redeeming love to all
peoples. This Spirit of the Master has per-
meated our whole Church until today we arve
in the front ranks with gifts and workers.

The inspiration that comes from the lives
of our pioneers who opened Syria and China
and the zeal of our people today for the ex-
tension of the Kingdom thrills us and we
seek the power of the Spirit for entire sur-
render that we may glorvify Him who is our
Master and Head. .

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THE SOVEREIGNTY OF GOD IN SOLV-
ING WORLD PROBLEMS

The glory of the Covenanter ministry
lies in this: That in a peculiar sense it has
declared boldly the message of the sov-
ereignty of God, not only in natural laws
and business, but in that sphere from which
God has been so long banished, the sphere
of Politics. Bishop Creighton used to say
that, “Christianity beautifies many an indi-
vidual character, it pales in society, it is
wholly absent in international relation-
ships.” The whole theory with which the
World War was begun was that religion is
altogether outside policies. Higher than the
State, there is no authority or law. Not
Government, or Justice, or Right, but mipght
determines the natural relationship of
States. All the honors and wickedness of
the strugele may be taken as an example
of what may happen when God is shut out.
1t is the skepticism of nations working out
to its logical consummation. 1t is the unique
glory of the Covenanter ministry, its end
and aim to give to Jesus Christ His rvightful
place in the Council of Nations and to hum-
bly gain for Him acknowledgment as King
of Kings in national life and written con-

stitution.

THE STRONG BOND OF
BROTHERLY LOVE.

Among a number of reasons why I am
glad to be a Covenanter Minister th.ere are
three reasons that stand out pre-eminently.

First, because of the strong bond of
brotherly love that obtains among the Cov-
enanter people and that is manifested espe-
cially toward the Covenanter minister. No
homes have a warmer welcome or show a
more kindly Christian hospitality toward
anyone than do the Covenanter homes
toward their ministers.

Second, because of the freedom of speech
that is accorded the Covenanter minister in
the Covenanter pulpit.

Her ministers are never muz-
zled from exposing any sin or expounding
any truth. What saith the Word of God?
Proclaim it.

Third, bécause of the similarity belween
the ministerial experience of the Covenan-
ter minister and the ministerial experience
of Jesus. Jesus said, “If they have perse-
cuted me, they will also persecute you; if
they have lLept my saying, they will keep
yours also.” The faithful Covenanter min-
ister has true and devoted friends—friends
who love the truth. And he will find many
such friends outside of his own church
among the spiritually minded of the other
churches. But from the worldly and unbe-
lieving he will have to face unpopularity
and opposition. Enjoying these blessings
and enduring these hardships in common
with Christ, what better assurance can one
have that one has the commendation of
Christ upon one’s ministry?
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
